Resolve in favor of Daniel Rose and others.

Rmolved That there be allowed and paid out of the Treasmy

Resolve on the peution of Samuel Hadlock and others.

On the petition of Samuel Hadlock, John *Standley, and
Johu Standley, Juninr, residing on a small Island belonging to
the town of Mount Desert, known by the nawe of Little: Cran-
berry Island, praying that the inhabiiants of said Island may

have their school money expended among them's Resolved,:

That it shall be the duty of the Selectmen of said town of Meant

-Desert, to cause all the money that is assessed on the inhabitants
of said little Cranberry Island for the support of schools, to be
expended in maintaining a school on said Island, for the benefit of
said inhabitants, in such way and manner as may be most con-
ducive to their interest and convenience; any existing law to
the contrary notwithstanding,
