Cbaptcr :a90. 

Resolve authorizing the agent for the Passamaquoddy tribe of Indians to sella 
certain lot of land belon,ging to aaid tdbe. 

Resolved, That the agent of the Passamaquoddy tribe of 
Indians is hereby authorized and directed to sell after the first 
day of April next, at pnblic auction, a lot of land situated nero' 
Little river in the town of Perry, purchased by the state some 
twenty years since for the nse of said tribe as a wood lot, the 
growth on said lot having been cut off, and the lot being of no 
further use to them; and to execute a deed thereof to the pur4 

chaser for and in behalf of the state, and the said agent shall 
pay over the proceeds of said sale to the treasurer of state, to 
be by him credited to the fund of said tribe.
