SALARY.-FINES AND COSTS.-PLAINTIFF.3' COSTS. 

Chapter 49. 
An oot fixing the salary of the oounty attorney of Hanoook oounty. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in Legis­
lature assembled, as follows: 

The salary of the county attorney of Hancock county shall be 
three hundred dollars, payable quarterly from the first day of 
January, eighteen hundred and seventy-two.

Chapter iiO. 

An aot to repeal the tenth section of ohopter one hundred and sixtoen of the revised' 
statutes, and )'eviving chapter forty-one of the publio laws of eighteen hundred and 
fifty-eight, relating to fines and oosts of oriminal proseoutions. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in Legis­
lature assembled, as follows: 

The tenth section of chapter one hundred and sixteen of the 
revised statutes is hereby repealed, and the provisions of chapter 
fOl·ty-one of the public laws of the year eighteen hundred and 
fifty-eight, relating to fines and costs of criminal prosecutions, are 
herehy revived, and are to be in force from and after the approval 
of this act.

Chapter iit. 

An nct relating to plaintiffs oosts in aotions defaulted the first term. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in Legis­
lature assembled, as follows: 

When actions are defaulted the first term the plaintiff shall be 
allowed for attendance until the default is entered, but not ex­
ceeding ten days.
