I hereby submit the final State Budget Report for the fiscal years ending June 30, 1942 and June 30, 1943. 

This final Report presents a complete picture of the financial program of the State of Maine, in accordance with appropriations made by the 90th 
Legislature, and reflects new Acts passed by this Legislature, calling for the expenditure of money. In this final Report, the Legislative appropriation 
columns, left blank in the State Budget Report which you submitted to the 90th Legislature, have been completed and the Report now shows a 
comparison of estimated expenditures for the current biennium revised to May 31, 1941 with the department requests, budget recommendation, and 
legislative appropriations for the next biennium. 

We are presenting in this Report, for the first time in the history of the State, a detailed progra,m of the State's financial operation, and I believe 
that this Report will serve as a valuable guide for future Legislatures. 

The 90th Legislature has, I believe, provided adequately for the needs of all Departments and Institutions of State Government, barring unforeseen 
emergencies. The Legislature has also enacted revenue measures that place the State in a sound financial position, with adequate revenues to offset 
appropriations made. 

It is my belief that this presentation will be of both value and interest to all persons interested in the operation of State Government.

I he~;eby submit the Budget Document as compiled on your recommendations and those of the Legislative Budget Advisory Committee, Senator Al­
bert B. Elliot, and Representatives Ned H. Murchie and Roland J. Poulin. 

An innovation in Budget Documents, we believe, is incorporated in this presentation, as we shall be 'able to present finally, after all appropriations 
are made by the Legislature, an accurate and detailed report of the final financial program of Maine for the fiscal years 1941-1942 and 1942-1943. 
In short, every person interested may be able to see what the actual cost was for 1939-1940, the anticipated cost for 1940-1941, plus Department 
Requests, Budget Recommendation and Final Appropriations for 1941-1942 and 1942-1943. This has never been done so far as we can determine in 
any State Budget Report. The completed report will be made available shortly after Legislature adjourns. 

We have attempted to indicate in a brief explanatory statement the activity of each division of each department. This allows for a clearer under­
standing of the various functions of our State Government. 

Careful analysis will also present the fact that this Budget Report does not allow for fictitious profits to be made by one division of government 
at the expense of some other division, but provides for services to be rendered between departments at actual cost. This change in procedure will be 
of material benefit to the State Highway Department, and is in direct line with your desire that correct cost of each activity of State Government 
be shown in its true light. 

We further call your attention to the fact that there appears at the close of each fiscal year in the State Highway Department a substantial unex­
pended balance, after taking into consideration all revenues and all expenditures for the fiscal period. The makeup of this unexpended balance 
appears to be the accumulation over a period of time of excess revenues over expenditures. If this proves to be the case, it then will be possible 
~or reasonable additional allocations to be made against this large unexpended balance, as Highway Funds are earmarked for this specific activity. 

Due to the present method of both reporting and handling State Pauper Accounts, whereby it is impossible at any given time to determine the obli­
gations outstanding in this account, we are making the best possible estimates based on the information available. Provision must be made, how­
ever, whereby a better administrative control may be had at all times in this account, and so that City and Town bills for State Pauper Support will 
be promptly approved for payment by the Department of Health and Welfare. 

Both of these items are being given further study to determine the true status of the accounts. 



The recommendations as contained in the tabulation of this report call for an appropriation of $12,537,961.58 for the year 1941-1942 and 
$12,627,280.58 for the year 1942-1943. This is in contrast with actual appropriations already made of $12,041,715.23 for the years 1939-1940 and 
$11,409,910.89 for the years 1940-1941. But the best estimates available at this time indicate that a further Supplemental Appropriation of ap­
proximately $423,513.34 will have to be made to complete the year 1940-1941 which then would show the following comparison:

While an increase is apparent, it must be borne in mind that in the years 1939-1940 and 1940-1941 $800,000.00, each year, of Old Age Assistance 
funds were received from the cities and towns of Maine. (This law expires June 30, 1941.) The appropriations recommended for 1941-1942, 
1942-1943 include the entire amount of financing Old Age Assistance in the sum of $1,700,000.00 of State funds. Therefore, if comparable figures 
are used, it will indicate that the total appropriations recommended for 1941-1942 and 1942-1943 reflect a lowered total cost of State Government 
and do provide Recommended Appropriations that should allow for the continuance of all present programs without the need of additional appro­
priations being made barring emergencies that cannot be foreseen. 

In 1940-1941 as mentioned, it is apparent that a Supplemental Appropriation will have to be made to cover estimated overdrafts. However, in the 
Department of Health and Welfare, while it is known that Pauper Support, Commodity Distribution, Retiring and Pensioning State Employees 
and Emergency Aid will require additional appropriations, the other accounts shown as reflecting overdrafts may be taken care of by transfer of 
unexpended balances in other activities of the Department.

I am submitting to you herewith the financial plan for the conduct of State 
business during the next two fiscal years. 

During the fiscal year of 1939-1940 our state government cost $39,741,428.29. 
Of this total amount $12,841,715.23 was provided from the following sources.

The balance of $26,899,713.06 represents the expenditure of ear-marked 
funds of both state and federal origin which do not require specific appro­
priation. 

For the present fiscal year ending June 30th, 1941, our estimate of total 
cost is $39,568,895.18. 

Of this total amount it is estimated that $12,633,424.23 will be provided from 
the following sources.

These figures, reflecting our solution of past years, clearly suggest our prob­
lem for the coming two fiscal years. 

We cannot continue to pay current operating costs from the sinking fund 
reserve. 

We cannot continue to finance our expenditures by overdrafts. 
Our present law providing payments from cities and towns for Old Age 

Assistance expires June 30th, 1941. 
We must pay current operating costs with current revenues. 

Fiscal Years 1941-42 and 1942-43 
The recommended appropriation for the fiscal year 1941-42 is $12,537,961.58, 

and for 1942-43 it is $12,627,280.58. 
These recommended appropriations represent estimated reasonable amounts 

necessary to maintain the present level of state governmental services during 
the next two years without overdrafts or direct payments from cities and 
towns for Old Age Assistance, and without allowance for excess unexpended 
balances. 

Amounts Saved 
These figures, therefore, calculated without miscellaneous resolves, con­

template the operation of the state business during the next two fiscal years 
for approximately $200,000.00 less than it cost to operate the same business 
during the preceding two-year period. 

It is estimated that revenues crediting into general funds and available for 
appropriation in the fiscal year of 1941-1942 will be $11,618,651.00. For the 
fiscal year of 1942-1943 this figure will be the same. 

Amounts Needed 
Assuming, therefore, that we want to face the problem squarely at the out­

set, I must call to your attention that there is a gap of $919,310.58 between 
recommended appropriations and estimated revenues for the fiscal year 1941-
42 and of $1,008,629.58 for 1942-43. 



These amounts must be saved if we are to operate without further deficits 
or raised if we are to maintain our present level of governmental service. 

It is my duty, moreover, to call to your attention that we are not now fully 
providing the services which are called for by law. If we are to meet the needs 
of our eligible citizens who have already applied for assistance under our 
present laws, it is estimated that at least $1,800,000.00 new revenues will be 
required for the fiscal year 1941-42 and $1,900,000.00 for the 1942-43 fiscal year. 

These amounts, in addition to our present revenues, would provide old age 
assistance for 17,820 of our citizens, and make adequate provision for fulfill­
ing the law relating to aid to state dependents, aid for the blind, aid to de­
pendent children, hospital aid, world war relief, support to dependent 
soldiers and sailors, and other human needs, including some measure of ad­
justment in our educational system. 

Re-Examination is Vital 
You will recall that in my inaugural message to you, I urged the importance 

of a re-examination of the structure which we have built during recent years 
to meet the emergencies created by the economic and human needs of our 
people. 

It is increasingly apparent from a study of these budget figures that such 
re-examination cannot safely be further postponed. In this time of expand­
ing employment, our laws and regulations should allow for proportionate 
lightening of our burden of relief. Yet these figures suggest a need for 
substantial increases. 

It is the duty of all of us who appropriate and administer these vast 
sums to be fully aware of the laws, procedures, and regulations which gov­
ern these expenditures. We must satisfy ourselves that our true objectives 
are being attained and that our more fortunate citizens are not being re­
quired to bear an unnecessary burden for those who are less fortunate. 
When we are satisfied that we have established a just and efficient structure 
for meeting this human problem, I am convinced that our people will rise to 
their obligation and willingly carry the load. 

U npredicted Expenditures 
In the course of this session there will undoubtedly be presented for your 

consideration many acts and resolves calling for additional expenditures. 
Since this legislation cannot be predicted in drafting the budget, I would ask 
that any such measures which you may find worthy of enactment, be accom­
panied by provision of funds necessary to make them effective. Among these 
may well be measures for our contribution to the national defense, which are 
as yet wholly unpredictable but starkly real. 

The document which I now lay before you represents the faithful and tire­
less efforts of your Budget Officer and his legislative advisors. It is clear, it is 
comprehensive, and it is a strikingly new approach to the task of presenting 
our fiscal problems and plans. I am profoundly grateful for the skill and 
enterprise which our Budget Officer has applied in bringing this work to com­
pletion. 

I leave it with you, confident in your ability to solve successfully the prob­
lems it so clearly states.

STATE HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT 
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EXPLANATION OF VARIOUS ACCOUNT NAMES USED BY THE STATE HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT 

State Highway Fund, is established to provide funds for the construction of state, state 
aid and third class highways, for the maintenance of state and state aid highways, 
interstate, intrastate and international bridges, snow removal, and other expenditures 
shown below. 

All fees received from the registration of motor vehicles and licensing of operators, 
receipts from gasoline tax, all fines for violation of motor vehicle laws, receipts from 
permits to open highways and from other sources are credited to this fund. 

After payment from this fund of amounts required for bond interest and retire­
ment, specific amounts are allotted to the various divisions of the Highway Depart­
ment and the remainder is apportioned at the discretion of the Highway Commis­
sion for construction of bridges and maintenance of state and state aid highways. 

Administration, covers the administration of the office and carrying out the duties of the 
State Highway Commission. 

Administration of Non-Resident Excise Tax, provides for refunds of the non-resident ex­
cise tax and administration of its enforcement. It is anticipated that this tax will be 
administered by the Motor Vehicle Division of the Secretary of State's Department. 

Administration of Outdoor Advertising Law, covers the administration of Chapter 163, 
P. L. 1935. Revenues are received from licensing of those engaged in the business of 
outdoor advertising and from permits to erect signs, but these revenues are not suf­
ficient to make the activity self-supporting. 

Construction of Bridges, under this caption funds are provided for the construction of 
bridges under the general Bridge Act. Proceeds from bond issues for highway bridge 
construction are credited to this account. 

Construction of State Aid Roads, provides funds for use with appropriations by cities 
and towns for construction of state aid highways. 

Construction of Third Class Roads, furnishes money which is apportioned to cities, 
towns, and plantations in proportion to the mileage of third class roads. 

Special Resolves, funds for construction, maintenance and repairs of roads and bridges 
as individually appropriated by special resolves of the legislature. 

Maintenance of State And State Aid Roads, is used solely for maintenance work with 
cities and towns participating. This allotment covers all road repair work, bituminous 
surface treatments, etc. 

Maintenance of Unimproved Roads, funds are allotted to cities, towns, and plantations 
in proportion to the number of miles of unimproved roads. The work consists of road 
machine work, drainage and gravelling, and expenditure is limited to $1,500.00 on any 
one mile of any road during a period of ten years. 

Maintenance of Bridges, provides for maintaining interstate, intrastate and international 
bridges. 

Snow Removal, allotment covers the cost borne by the State for clearing snow from high­
ways and sanding. 

Motor Transport and Equipment, this item represents the cost of operating the State 
Highway Garage which furnishes equipment for the various highway divisions on 
a rental basis at actual cost, which includes operation, maintenance and depreciation 
of autos and equipment. 

General Highway-Federal Allotment, this Act is used for the balance of State funds 
allotted in prior years to match Federal allotments. 

State Municipal Allotment, is apportioned to cities, towns and plantations on the basis 
of state tax valuation for use in lieu of sums appropriated for highway purposes. 
This law expires June 30, 1941. 

Civil Works Supply Account, is a Federal activity which has been discontinued. 
Federal Highway Motor Transport and Equipment, allotment is for the supplying of the 

equipment and its maintenance, including gas, oil and grease on Federal and Municipal 
projects for which rental or reimbursement is not allowable. 

Federal Secondary Roads, allotment is used to match Federal funds for construction and 
improvement of secondary roads and for preliminary surveys and land damage. 

Emergency Military Highways (WPA), represents the State's sponsor's share of WPA 
projects in connection with emergency military highways. 

Federal Grade Crossing Elimination, allotment pays for preliminary survey work and 
land damage on grade crossing projects. The balance of the cost is paid entirely 
from Federal funds which are distributed roughly on the basis of railroad mileage. 

Federal Aid Highway, allotment is for use, if necessary, to match Federal funds for 
construction or improvement of Federal highways in the state. For the past two years 
this allotment has been transferred to the Highway Loan Fund and used for matching 
Federal funds under that caption.

These captions cover the operation and 
retirement of bonds of toll bridges which 
are intended to be self-supporting projects. 

Highway Planning Survey, this activity was discontinued June 30, 1940 but is being re-
sumed by action of the legislature in the current fiscal year. It is financed, one-half 
from State funds and one-half from Federal funds. 

Bituminous Surface Treatment on State and State Aid Highways, special allotment made 
by the legislature for the first surface treatment of roads not previously surfaced. 

Construction and Reconstruction of State Highways not in the Federal System, self-ex­
planatory. For the past few years all highway construction funds have been for Fed­
eral highways only. This allotment provides for State highways not in the Federal 
system. 

Highway Loan Fund, to this account are credited proceeds from highway bond issues, 
Federal funds and any allotments from the State Highway Fund, the total available 
being used for construction of state highways.

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ACTS PASSED BY THE NINETIETH LEGISLATURE AFFECTING THE HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT 

CHAPTER 215, P. L. 1941. An Act Relating to Maintenance of Third Class Roads. This 
Act reduces the amount which towns must raise annually for maintenance of third 
class highways from 3% to 2% of the total expenditures for constructing these high­
ways. The 2% contribution entitles the towns to a State apportionment for third 
class roads. 

CHAPTER 244, P. L. 1941. An Aet Levying a Use Fuel Tax. 

CHAPTER 301, P. L. 1941. An Act Imposing an Additional Gasoline Tax (See also 
Chapter 302 below). This Act levies an additional gasoline tax of 1J2c per gallon to 
be paid into the General Highway Fund and to be in force and effect until July 1, 1943. 
It is expected that a referendum will be invoked on this Act. 

CHAPTER 302, P. L. 1941. An Act Relieving Towns from Certain Maintenance Costs 
on Roads. This is the so-called "Holman Bill" which provides that the State care for 
certain maintenance costs previously paid by the various towns. This is a companion 
bill to the additional Gas Tax, Chapter 301, and becomes effective March 1, 1942 if the 
gasoline tax finally becomes law. Otherwise, this Act becomes null and void. 

CHAPTER 68, P. & S. 1941. An Act to Provide for Reissuance of State Highway Bonds. 
This Act provides for the reissuance of $2,000,000.00 of Highway and Bridge bonds 
which have matured and been retired. These bonds are to be reissued as follows: 

In the fiscal year ending June 30, 1942 to match regular Federal Aid 
funds for the construction of State highways and bridges . . . . . . . . . . $700,000.00 

In the fiscal year ending June 30, 1943 to match regular Federal Aid 
funds for the construction of State highways and bridges . . . . . . . . . . 500,000.00 

To match Federal aid funds for the construction of strategic highways 
or strategic bridges in case such funds become available . . . . . . . . . . . . 800,000.00 

$2,000,000.00 

Provision is made on pages 187 and 188 in this budget for the issuance of $1,200,000.00 
of these bonds as provided in the first two items. No provision has been made in the 
budget for the third amount of $800,000.00 as no funds have as yet been made avail­
able by the Federal Government. 

CHAPTER 69, P. & S. 1941. An Act Creating the Maine Turnpike Authority. No pro­
vision in the budget is required by this Act which authorizes an authority for turn­
pike construction and operation. Bonds of this authority do not constitute a debt to 
the State. The Act provides that expenses incurred by the Authority in an amount 
not exceeding $10,000.00 shall be available from highway funds to be reimbursed from 
the first revenue available. 

CHAPTER 71, P. & S. 1941. An Act permitting Lebanon to Apply for Aid under the 
Bridge Act. 

CHAPTER 79-P. & S. 1941. An Act Authorizing a Bond Issue for the Building, Rebuild­
ing and Strengthening of Bridges for Military Purposes on the Highways of the State 
of Military Importance. This emergency Act authorizes the issuance of serial bonds 
not exceeding $2,000,000.00. The proceeds of this issue are to be used for building, re­
building and strengthening bridges and approaches located on the highway system 
of the State which are of primary importance in the transportation of military equip­
ment, material and supplies and shall be available in conjunction with Federal funds 
made available for the purposes of this Act. No provision has been made in the bud­
get for the issuance of these bonds as date of issuance has not been determined, there­
fore, retirements cannot be scheduled.

In order to provide for the necessary expenditures of government for the next 2 fiscal 
years-from July 1, 1941 to June 30, 1942 and from July 1, 1942 to June 30, 1943-the following sums or as much thereof as shall severally be found 
necessary, as designated in the following tabulations, are hereby appropriated out of any monies in the state treasury, and the controller is hereby 
authorized to draw his warrants on the state treasury for the same, in accordance with work programs and allotments duly approved by the governor 
and council ; 

And be it further provided that the controller be authorized to close his books on July 20, 1942 and July 20, 1943, and any bills presented after those 
dates may be paid from current appropriations, on recommendation of the controller if within the amounts of approved allotments; 

At the end of each fiscal year or the biennium all unexpended appropriation balances, except those that carry forward as provided by law, shall be 
lapsed, and after the contingent fund shall be provided for, said lapsed balances shall go to the sinking fund reserve as provided by sections 101 and 
102 of chapter 2 of the revised statutes.
