AN ACT to Require Certificates of Death to be Typewritten. 

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine, as follows: 

R. S., T. 22, § 2845, additional. Title 22 of the Revised Statutes is amended 
by adding a new section 2845 to read as follows: 

§ 2845. Certificate of death typewritten 

Any death certificate required to be filed by this chapter shall be type­
written prior to such filing. 

STATEMENT OF FACT 

Current practice, allowing cause of death to be handwritten, causes diffi­
culty for town officials who often have difficulty reading the handwriting 
of doctors.
