STATE OF MAINE 

IN THE YEAR OF OUR LORD NINETEEN HUNDRED 
SEVENTY-THREE 

AN ACT Relating to Permanent Compensation for Particular Injuries under 
the Workmen's Compensation Law. 

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine, as follows: 

R. S., T. 39, § 56, amended. Section 56 of Title 39 of the Revised Statutes, 
as amended, is further amended by adding after the 11th paragraph a new 
paragraph to read as follows: 

If the injury to one or more toes or fingers so incapacitates the foot or 
hand involved, the commission shall be justified in making a. determination as 
to the percentage of permanent impairment of that foot or hand and making 
an award of compensation based thereon without regard to the presumed 
periods of total incapacity enumerated for injuries to toes or fingers. 

STATEMENT OF FACT 

The purpose of this bill is to allow the Industrial Accident Commission to 
determine the degree of permanent impairment to a hand or foot when one 
or more of the fingers or toes on that hand or foot are injured in an accident 
on the job.
