3. Training. Who has satisfactorily completed a course of 
instruction of 1,500 hours in not less than 9 months in a school 
of cosmetology licensed by the Commissioner of Educational and 
Cultural Services, a vocational center or one of the 
vocational-technical institutes, or in lieu thereof has had a 
total experience in the practice of cosmetology or as an 
apprentice of 2,500 hours distributed over a period of at least 
18 months; and 

STATEMENT OF IF A Cl' 

This bill requires the secondary level vocational centers in 
35 the State and the Maine Vocational-Technical Institute System to 

provide for instruction in the field of cosmetology, and to 
37 provide that persons receiving the same amount of instruction in 

such programs as is now required for private cosmetology schools 
39 be deemed to have met the training requirement for licensure as 

cosmetologists by the State Board of Cosmetology. 
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
