Under current law, any record, recording or information 

10 obtained by a public or private safety agency, including a public 
safety answering point, for the purpose of providing emergency 

12 9-1-1 services is confidential if it reveals the name, address 
and telephone number of or information that may identify a person 

14 requesting emergency service or reporting an emergency by placing 
a 9-1-1 call. This bill repeals the provision of law that makes 

16 such records confidential. 
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
