The bill proposes the identification of the types of services provided by
state employees that could be provided more effectively and with reduced cost by
privately contracted services. The bill proposes to explore the practices of other states
and identify private contracting practices that are effective and the actions that would be
necessary to achieve similar benefits in Maine.
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
