IN THE YEAR OF OUR LORD ONE THOUSAND NINE
HUNDRED AND NINE.

AN ACT creating the Maine Forestry District and providing

for Protection against Forest Fires therein.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:

Section 1. A public municipal corporation shall be and
2 is hereby established, to be known as the Maine Forestry
3 District, and to include the following territory:

Sect. 2. An annual tax of one-tenth of one per cent is
2 hereby assessed upon all the property in said district accord-

3 ing to the value thereof as determined by the board of
4 State assessors. Said board shall prepare lists of such
5 property with descriptions sufficiently accurate for identi-
6 fication and certify the same to the State treasurer on or
7 before December first of each year. The tax hereby as-
8 sessed shall be due and payable in thirty days after the

9 filing of such lists. The tax shall be valid and the owners
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of all property described with reasonable accuracy shall be
liable to pay said tax, and all remedies herein provided shall
be in force whether the ownership is correctly stated in said
lists or not. All said taxes unpaid at the end of one year
from the time when due shall draw interest at the rate of
twenty per cent per annum.

Such lists, so certified, shall be advertised in the same
manner as State and county taxes are required to be ad-
vertised by section forty-two of chapter nine of the Revised
Statutes. All the provisions of said chapter nine of the
Revised Statutes providing for forfeiture, sale and redemp-
tion of such lands shall apply to the tax assessed by this act.

Sect. 3. In addition to the methods of collecting State
and county taxes on such lands and the Forestry District
assessed by this act, owners of lands in such district shall
be liable to pay such tax to the State treasurer upon demand.

If such tax shall not be paid within thirty days after such

demand, the State treasurer may collect the same with inter-

7 est as herein provided by action of debt in the name of the

8 State. Such action shall be brought in the Supreme Judicial

Court in the county where such lands are located. and the
attorney general may begin and prosecute such action when
thereto requested by the State treasurer.

The demand herein‘ provided for shall be sufficient if made
by writing mailed to such land-owner or his agent at his
usual post office address. In case such owner resides with-

out the State and has no agent within the State known to
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the State treasurer, such demands shall be sufficient if made
upon the State land agent. Any land-owner aggrieved by
the valuation of his land may make application to the board
of State assessors within one year for an abatement. Said
board may grant abatements if justice requires and certify
the same to the State treasurer. Thereupon the amount
abated shall be deducted from the tax and if previously paid
shall be refunded.

Sect. 4. The tax assessed by authority of this act shall
be held by the State treasurer as a fund to be used to pro-
tect from fire the forests situated upon and within the dis-
trict created by this act and for no other purpose.

The State treasurer shall pay bills for this purpose ap-
proved by the State forest commissioner and also expenses

incurred in the collection of such tax after the same shall

8 have been audited by the State auditor.

Sect. 5. The forest commissioner shall take measures for
the prevention, control and extinguishment of forest fires
in all plantations and in the Forestry District created by this
act and to this end, he shall have authority to establish look-
out stations connected by telephone, to appoint such number
of forest fire wardens as may be necessary to carry out the
provisions of this act, assigning to each warden a territory
over and within which he shall have jurisdiction.

Fire wardens so appointed -shall hold office during the
pleasure of said commissioner, shall be sworn to the faith-

ful discharge of their duties by any officer authorized to
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administer oaths, and a certificate thereof shall be returned
to the office of said commissioner. Said wardens shall per-
form such duties, at such times and under such rules and
regulations as the commissioner may prescribe. They shall
receive as compensation not exceeding two dollars and fifty
cents for each day of actual service.

Whenever a fire occurs on or is likely to do damage to
forest lands within the jurisdiction of any fire warden, he
shall take immediate action to control and extinguish the
same, and for this purpose fire wardens may summon to
their assistance citizens of any county in which said fire
may be and every person so summoned and assisting shall
be paid not exceeding twenty cents for each hour of service
rendered by him.

Immediately after the extinguishment of the fire, the war-

7 den in charge shall make return under oath to the commis-

sioner of the expense thereof including the names of the
persons so summoned and assisting with their post office
addresses and the number of hours of labor actually per-
formed by each. All expense incurred under the provisions
of this section shall be paid from the funds appropriated to
and for the use of the forest commissioner but the funds

derived from the tax hereby assessed shall be expended only

5 within the Maine Forestry District.

Sect 6. Section fifty-three of chapter seven of the Re-

vised Statutes is hereby repealed.
