AN ACT to Amend Section Eighteen of Chapter Two Hundred
and Nineteen of the Public Laws of Nineteen Hundred and
Seventeen, as Amended by Chapter One Hundred and
Ninety-six of the Public Laws of Nineteen Hundred and
Nineteen, and as Amended by Chapter Seventy-three of the
Public Laws of Nineteen Hundred and Twenty-one, Relating
to Fishing in Upper Kezar Pond and in Lovewell’s Pond,
in Oxford County, and in Lower Kezar Pond, in Oxford

and Cumberland Counties.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine, as follows:
Section eighteen of chapter two hundred and nineteen of

8 black bass shall be from the first day of December to the
9 twentieth day of June of the following year,” in the thirty-
10 third, thirty-fourth and thirty-fifth lines thereof, and by
IT inserting in place thereof the words ‘and in Lovewell’s pond,
12 in Oxford county, the annual closed season on black bass
13 and white perch shall be from the first day of December of
14 each year to the thirtieth day of June of the following year,

15 both days inclusive.
