Pond and Round Pond. 

Fishing in Hargraves Mill Pond, Dog or Mud Pond and Round Pond 
Reguated. Resolved: That the commissioner of inland fisheries and game 
be, and hereby is, directed to issue rules and regulations opening to ice fish­
ing for common fish Hargrayes Mill Pond, in Shapleigh, Dog or Mud Pond 
and Round Pond in Newfield, all in the county of York, from the time the 
ice forms in the fall until it goes out in the spring, and for all fish (except 
bass) during February and March.
