AN ACT Relating to Appointment of Trial Justices. 

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine, as follows: 

R. S., c. IIO, § I, amended. Section I of chapter I IO of the Revised Statutes 
is hereby amended by adding at the end thereof a new sentence, as follows: 

'N 0 person shall be eligible for appointment as a trial justice unless he shall be 
a member of the bar of this State. Such qualification shall not apply to trial 
justices now holding office.'
