CHAPTER LXVII

B.esolve allowing to Amos Nichols a sum of money for extra services.  March
21, 1821,

Resolved, That there be allowed and paid to Amos Nichols, one
hundred dollars, as a compensation for extra services as first Clerk
in the office of the Secretary of State ; and that the Goveruor and
Council be requested to draw their warrant on the Treasury therefor.
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CHAPTER LXVIIL

Resolve making appropriation for the further compensation of the englossmg
Clevks. March 21, 1821.

Resolved, That there be, and hereby is appropriated the sum of
one hindred dollars, to pay the engrossing Clerks in the office of the
Secretary of State, in addition to the sum of six hundred and sixty
six dollars, appropriated by a former Resolve of the present Session
of the Legislature, to be allowed and paid under the same restrictions
and limitations as is provided in said Resolve.
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CHAPTER LXIX,
Resolve granting a Pension to David Seavey. March 21, 1821,

Resolved, That there be paid ot of the Treasury of this State unte
David Seavey, three dollars a month, annually, for three years, to
‘commence on the seventeenth day of March, 1820, as a pension ig
consequence of a wound received in the last war ; and the Governor,
with the advice of Council, is hereby requested to dvaw his warrant
on the Treasury for the same annually.
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CHAPTER LXX.

Resolve for dividing the State into Districts for the choice of Senators.  March
21, 1821,

- Resolved, 'That, from and after the passing of this Resolve, the

State be, and lereby is divided into nine Districts, for the choice of

Senators, and each District shall choose the number of Senators there-

to respectively affixed, for the term of ten years, in the manner

prescribed by the Constitution of this State :—The county of York
