Chapter 66.

Section I. The Houlton Electric Light and Power Company, 
a corporation organized under the general laws of the state of 
Maine, is hereby authorized to make, g-enerate, sell, distribute 
and supply electricity for lighting, heating, manufacturing and 
mechanical purposes in the town of Houlton, lVlaine. 

Section 2. This act shall take effect when approved.

Chapter 67. 
An Act to extend the time of construction of the Boothbay Railroad.

Section I. The time within which the Boothbay Railroad 
Company may commence construction of its line is hereby 
extended to March first, in the year nineteen hundred and seven.
