Resolve in favor of the Commission appointed to investigate the methods 
of scaling Logs and Lumber, 

Resolved that the sum of three thousand dollars be and is 
hereby appropriated for the purpose of paying the expenses and 
services of the commission to investigate the methods of scal­
ing logs and lumber in the state of Maine, appointed by the 
governor, upon order of the legislature of nineteen hundred and 
seven.

Chapter 96. 

Resolve to amend Chapter thirty-two of the Resolves of nineteen hundred 
and five, relating to Dairying Interests of the State of Maine. 

Resolved, that chapter thirty-two of the resolves of nineteen 
hundred and five be and is hereby amended by striking out the 
word "three" in the third line and inserting the word 'five,' so 
that said chapter as amended shall read as follows: 

'Resolved, that there be and hereby is appropriated, to be ex­
pended under the direction of the commissioner of agriculture, 
the sum of five thousand dollars annually hereafter for the pur­
pose of improving and protecting the dairy interests of the 
state of lVlaine, by employing a dairy expert, and suitable as­
sistants, and paying such expenses in connection therewith as the 
commissioner may approve.'

Chapter 97. 

Resolve for an appropriation for carrying on the work of the State Survey 
Comrnission. 

Resolved, that there be and hereby is appropriated for the 
work of the State Survey Commission, the sum of ten thousand 
dollars for the year nineteen hundred and nine and a like sum 
for the year nineteen hundred and ten, to be expended in ac­
cordance with the provisions of chapter one hundred and for­
ty-fonr, public laws of nineteen hundred and five.
