Chapter. 28.‘

Resolve, Appropriating Money to Repair Eastport Bridge.

Emergency preamble. Whereas, the long bridge between the city of
Eastport and the town of Perry in this state is out of repair and its con-
dition such as to constitute a menace to the safety of travelers thereon,
and extensive repair thereof is immediately necessary for the preservation
of the public peace, health and safety; and

Whereas, the foregoing facts constitute an emergency within the mean-
ing of the constitution of this state; now therefore,"

Bridge between Eastport and Perry. Resolved: That the sum of thirty-
five thousand dollars, or as much thereof as may be necessary, be and .
hereby is appropriated to repair and rebuild the bridge between the city
of Eastport and the town of Perry, in the county of Washington, same to
be expended under the direction of the state highway commission.

Emergency clause. In view of the emergency cited in the preamble,
this resolve shall take effect when approved. :

Chapter 29.

Resolve, Approp'riating Money for the Purpose of Rebuilding the Steamship Sheds
of the State Pier at Portland.

State pier at Portland, for rebuilding sheds. Resolved: That there be,
and hereby is, appropriated, for the purpose of rebuilding the steamship
sheds upon the westerly side of Franklin wharf at the state pier, the sum
of one hundred sixty-five thousand dollars, said sum to be available for
use during the fiscal year ending June thirty, nineteen hundred and twenty-
four, and to be expended under the authority -and direction of the Directors
of the Port of Portland. Said expenditures to be audited by the state

auditor. v
