Resolve, AMalking an Appropriation for Expenses of Dedication of the Kittery-
Portsmouth Memorial Bridge.

Kittery-Portsmouth bridge, dedication exercises. Resolved: That there
be, and hereby is, appropriated the sum of twenty-five hundred dollars to
be spent under the direction of the governor and council, and the legis-
lative committee appointed to act with the governor and council, in con-
nection with the dedication of the Kittery-Portsmouth memorial bridge,
for the purpose of providing for suitable exercises at said dedication.

Town of Naples, bridge across Chute river. Resolved: That the sum
of five thousand dollars be, and hereby is, appropriated to aid the town
of Naples in the construction of a bridge across the Chute river, so-called,
in the town of Naples, the said bridge to be a part of the Roosevelt high-
way. This appropriation shall be taken from the state highway and bridge
loan funds. The money made available by this resolve shall be spent
under the direction of the state highway commission and may be used any
time during the two fiscal years beginning July first, nineteen hundred and
twenty-three, and ending June thirtieth, nineteen hundred and twenty-five.
Application shall be made by the town of Naples in accordance with the
provisions of the bridge act.
