CHAP. 11 

Chapter 11. 

An Act to Eliminate Jackman from the Maine Forestry District. 

Be it enacted by the People of the State of 111 aineJ as follows: 

R. S., c. 8, sec. 60; P. L., 1917, c .. 138, sec. 4; establishing Maine For..; 
estry District, amended. Paragraph seven of section sixty of chapter 
eight, of the revised statutes, as amended by section four of chapter one 
hundred thirty-eight of the public laws of nineteen hundred seventeen, is 
hereby further amended by striking out. in the fifteenth line thereof, the 
words "Jackman Plantation," so that said paragraph, as amended, shall 
read as follows:
