AN ACT Relating to Advance Educational Subsidy Payments.

‘Sec. 242. Apportionments. All apportionments to cities, towns, plantations,
community school districts, academies and institutes under the provisions of this
chapter, unless specifically directed by statute, shall be made annually in De-
cember, except that whenever the Commissioner is satisfied that a financial need
exists, and with the approval of the Treasurer of State, an amount not to exceed
2/3 of the estimated subsidy may be paid on or after September 15; provided
further that in the case of cities, towns, plantations or community school districts
that are obligated to make payments to the Maine School Building Authority
prior to December 1 of each year, only such subsidy apportionments may be
made in advance as will leave an amount sufficient to meet their obligation to the
Authority under their respective lease agreements.’
