AN ACT Enabling Classification of Residents of State Institutions as 
Resident Pupils. 

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine, as follows: 
Sec. I. 15 MRSA § 2716, 4th n, as last repealed and replaced by PL I96g, 

c. 485, § I, is repealed. 

Sec. 2. 20 MRSA § 859, 4th n, as last amended by PL 1973, c. 571, § 26, is 
further amended by inserting at the end the following: 
Any child between the ages of 5 and 20, committed or otherwise legally ad­
mitted to any state-operated institution, shall have the right to attend the 
public schools in the administrative unit in which such institution is located, 
or in any adjoining administrative unit, upon enrollment therein by the head 
of such institution under the same conditions as pupils residing in such ad­
ministrative unit and shall for the purposes of this section be classified as 
resident pupils. 

Sec. 3. 34 MRSA § 528, 2nd n, as enacted by PL 1973, c. 488, § I, is 
repealed.

CHAPTER 70
