Upon receipt of all applications for a special agency store
in a municipality, the State Liquor Commission shall notify
the muniéipal officers of that municipality of the proposed
location of each applicant at least 30 15 days prior to the
final selection of an applicant or applicants by the State
Liquor Commission.
