Emergency preamble. Whereas, Acts and re­
solves of the Legislature do not become effective until 
90 days after adjournment unless enacted as emergen­
cies; and 

Whereas, the Department of Administration is 
currently undergoing an evaluation for reorganization; 
and 

Whereas, a change in status of the acting Com­
missioner of Administration at this juncture would un­
necessarily complicate the evaluation process; and 

Whereas, the appointment extension proposed in 
this legislation is temporary in nature and would facili­
tate the eventual reorganization process; and 

Whereas, in the judgment of the Legislature, these 
facts create an emergency within the meaning of the 
Constitution of Maine and require the following legisla­
tion as immediately necessary for the preservation of 
the public peace, health and safety; now, therefore, be it 

Extension of appointment of the acting Com­
missioner of Administration. Resolved: That, not­
withstanding any other law, the Governor may extend 
the term of office of the current acting Commissioner of 
Administration to no later than January 15, 1992. 

Emergency clause. In view of the emergency 
cited in the preamble, this resolve takes effect when ap­
proved.
