what it adds. to the board is one licensed
‘dental hygienist and. one member
representing the consumer. In the first

place; let me indicate to you that there are
no problems: involved: with this dental

.. examining board that anybody can tell me
..about anyway,: and, the proof of the

: puddmg is: that the average dentist in
Maine pays only $50 a year for his liability.

insurance, That is an indicator to you that
there are no serious malpractice
problems, there are no serious problems of
any nature that would be reflected in the
-insurance. companies rates affectmg
habxlxty for a dentist.

I personally, am a leglslator who agrees

h the . concept: of : putting consumer;

representatxves on many boards.
However, I do not take that as a blanket
position and suggest that we put them on
boards: where they are not necessary. I
suggest to you that the Board of Dental

‘Examiners exists to license dentists, to sit

.in’ elinic. situations and -watch dentlsts
perform before they are gomg to be
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;hcensed to practice and I would suggest,
iwhat is the point of having a consumer who
:knows absolutely nothing about what the

.dentist is doing, watch that particular

.practice "and make some kind of
evaluation, I would further suggest there
is no need for a dental ‘hygienist, on a
.board: of ‘dental examiners. This is a
. paraprofessional person with two years of
training and not someone, I believe, who
should be judging whether or not a person
“who has gone through a full dental college
should be licensed to practice dentistry.
So, for those reasons, I would hope that thls
House would reJect the pending motion’
and then accept the Minority Report as
suggIe(s)tedlby the gentleman from Sanford
ve .
