· Cone burners have been used in the state

of the six. known.units have been deemed

Sanford, Bath, Brunswick and Madison: 
Two units .. are still in ope·ration · -
Rµmford-Mexico and Presque Isle. The 
Rumford-Mexico unit is unique in that a 
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substantial part of . the waste burned is 
waste paper from the Oxford Paper Mills. 
These two units . will be permitted· to 
continue operating throughout their useful 
life by complying to variance provisions of 
the existing statutes. . . > ·· 

Cone burners are not banned by existing 
state law or Board of Environmental 
Protection regulations. Cone burners can 
be usea·-in• the- state if' the· criteria 
established in the air quality statutes are 
met; the criteria relates to emissions and

Mr. ROLDE: Mr. Speaker, Ladies and. 
Gentlemen of the House: I hope you will 
follow. the motion of the lady from 
Vassalboro and accept the '·Ought to 
pass" Report. · 

The subject of· a medical school , for 
Maine is one that not only crosses party 
lines, but also idealogical lines of 
conservative and liberals. and even 
geographical lines and leadership lines. 

I assure you that I rise to speak on this 
subject solely in my capacity as a 
Representative from District 106. In other 
words, solely as an individual legislator 
expressing his views as he sees them .. 

It has bern 54 years since Governor 
Percival Proctor Baxter, in what perhaps 
even he might concede was a pennywise 
and pound foolish move, vetoed a bill to 
have the state assume full cost of what was 
already a state-endorsed medical school 
being run at Bowdoin College. The price 
tag in those far-off days was $50,000 for 
each year of_ the biennium, and Baxter, 
who was very economy minded (and, in 
fact. he wo_uld make our present Governor 

look like a spendthrift) reacted negatively 
.-to the idea that the state assume the 
'responsibility that Bowdoin could no 
longer completely handle on simply a 
private fee basis . 

The question arises: If the Bowdoin 
Medical School had been continued, would 
Maine have more doctors than it has now? 
,There is no way of knowing for certain, of 
· course, although there is one fact I have 
· come across that may be significant. 

In 1904, when the Bowdoin Medical 
School was in operation, (it had actually 
begun right after the Civil War) Maine had 
more doctors in absolute numbers than it 
has today. In 1904, there were 1,394 doctors 
in Maine. Today, there are 1,284, and, of 
course, the per capita figures are more 
pronounced, for in 1904, Maine had a 
population of 694,500, while today, our 
population is 1,029,000. In any event, there 
seems to be no doubt that the Bowdoin 
Medical School did supply Maine with a 
· goodly number of doctors and I understand 
that there are still some of these Bowdoin 
graduate doctors in practice in our state 
today. . . Too ·basic arguments concerriing the 
medical school proposal we have before us 
seem to center on two points. Will it really 
not cost us· some absolutely astronomical 
_sum, no matter what the budget figures 
presented are, and will it really guarantee 
that the doctors it produces will remain in 
Maine? I believe that all of us, proponents 
and opponents alike, will agree on one 
thing. Maine does have a doctor shortage. 
The 1970 statistics show that Maine has 125 
physicians per 100,000 population. This is 
the lowest ratio in New England. New 
Hampshire is the next lowest. They have 
136.-The United States average is 156' and 
the New England average is 190, and the 
average for the entire Northeast region is 
195; 

Of course, not all Maine areas are so 
:badly under doctored. Cumberland 
County, with a ratio of one doctor to 657 
people, rates favorably with any area in 
the country. But then we have areas like 
Aroostook County with one doctor for 
every 1;742 persons, or Washington County 
with one doctor for every 1,756 persons, or 
Waldo County with one doctor for every 
1,944 persons. 

Within some counties, there are sections 
that have access to excellent medical care. 
Although my own county of- York does not 
have - a particularly favorable 
doctor-patient ratio, about one doctor to 
1,400 persons. The area where I live is 
southern York County is blessed in many 
ways with excellent access to medical 
care. The Town of York itself has a 
hospital and in recent years has attracted 
a number of doctors in a number· of 
specialized fields. The York Hospital has 
been· lucky to have the services of an 
extremely able administrator who retired 
to Maine from New Jersey and he has been 
extremely effective at attracting new 
doctors. However, even before this, we had 
access to fine medical care in Portsmouth, 
New Hampshire, which has a large 
hospital, and there was the naval hospital 
·at the Kittery Shipyard, which is now a 
clinic, and a brand new military hospital 
. at Pease Air Force Base, while residents of 
the South Berwick and Berwick area have 
had access to doctors and hospital 
facilities in the Dover, New Hampshire 
area. And, of course, one of the major 
reasons that physicians are willing to 
settle in our area is that some 60 miles 
away is probably the finest medical center 
in the world - in the hospitals and medical 

;schools that exist in and around Boston. So 
;we are doing all right in southern York 
1County as far· as doctors are concerned. 

)

. One can wonder wny Verrnont;·whfch is 
the only state in northern New England 
:that has a medical school, has a physician 
· ratio of 184 doctors per 100,000 population, 
=while New Hampshire has 136 and Maine 
lhas 125. Does Vermont's dramatic ! advantage in this regard, almost 60 more 
1doctors per 100,000 population than Maine, 
:have anything to do with the fact that it has 
: a medical school and Maine doesn't? 

Let's look at the question another way. 
1In all studies of where medical students 
:eventually locate as doctors, there seems 
:to be a definite correlation between their 
!place of origin and their place of 
!settlement. Or to put it more succinctly, 
jstudents who were from Maine would have 
;a tendency to stay. in Maine after their 
!studies were completed. · 

I Some .comparative figures that I have 
show the number of students from Maine 
'who attended medical schools, as 
;compared with another state, in this 
Jinstance, New · Mexico, which is quite 
!similar to us in population, in 1964, Maine 
ihad 27 s_tudents from Maine entering 
jmedical schools throughout the country: In 
•that same year, New Mexico had 24 
1students from New Mexico entering 
;medical s_chools throughout the country.

· mcome to the production of products which 
has not been produced on commercial 
scale in this state within the preceding two 
years. You see what it says, it says a new 
business,· a business who isn't going to 
produce anything that is befog produeed or 
has been produced for the past two years. 
.It says that 100 percent of the profit of the 
first twelve months. of opei'ation and 50 

· percent the second twelve months -for 
the operation and 15 percent of each of the 
three, fourth and fifth .twelve months. 
This, ladies and gentlemen of the House, is 
a simi;ile bill. It is trying to bring 
somethmg ~ industry is interested in this. 
Some of: the bigger industries in here 
might start some new little business. It 
could amount to anything, could be in 
woods prpducts or any kind of products 
you·want: -.• - . -
. What we would like to do is vote against 
the "Ought Not to.Pass'' Report and vote 
for the "Ought to Pass" and there will be 
an amendment placed on this that will try 

·to make. it a little better. We are just 
simply fooling ourselves here i11 the State 
of Maine,. We have got. the biggest 
unemploymqnt of one of-the _states_ in the 
union right now and it is getting bigger. 

I was thinking .. today • what is, gomg to 
happen; up in Aroostook County once the 
potatoes .are' in. There is no construction 
going on inAroostook County this year. We 
are going to be right at. a standstill. I am 
just mentioning, my own county because it 
is the only one I know anything about. If we 
could get some little thing in Aroostook 
County or in. any county that ·would start 
some new business coming in here_- there 
wouldn't be any h_1come tax the first year 
anyway so they wouldn't be losing 100 
percent. Maybe the next year there_ might 
be a little income tax. The fiscal note on 
this says, this bill results inno revenue loss 
because the exclusion is given only for the 
production of new products. It has got to be 
something brand new. They- might make 
doorknobs out of wood which would be 
new. There are a·. lot of different ·things 
they could do but they can't go to work and 
copy someone else and. just change the 
color, because they can't do that, there is 
something that has got-. to be a new 
business. I can't picture the people of the 

. State of Maine not wanting new business. 
We need it in every county, I think. in the 
state, especially in Washington and 
Aroostook. There are so many new things .. 
· This bill is an industry bill. I am not 
going to tell you it isn ·t because it is. It is 
put in by industry. If they can think up 
something new .that isn't here or hasn't 
been in here for a period of two years in the 
state, they won't be in competition with 
anyone,H will be a complete new b11sin1;?ss. 

So,. I hope you will .vote against the 
"Ought Not to Pass''. Report and accept 
the ''Ought to pass" Report and, as I say in 
the second reading, there_ will be an 
amendment passed on this, we can send it ff the other body and see what they do with 

The SPEAKER:· The Chair. recognizes 
_the gentleman from Pittsfield, Mr. Susi. 

Mr. SUSI: J\fr. Speaker, Ladies and 

Gentlemen of the House: The gentleman 
from ~ridgewater, Mr. Finemore, couldn't 
be more sincere. He means exactly what 
he is saying, he wants to gi_ve a break to 
new industry in Maine. Heaven knows we 

· all do. This bill is a nightmare, it is going to 
put another loophole in our Maine State 
Income Tax. It calls for giving an 
exemption when there is a product not 
previously produced· on a commercial 
scale. Can you imagine how in the world 
you are ever going to establish that? 

There is no source of records as to what 
has been produced commercially and how 
much of a change do you have to make in a 
product before it is a new product, and the 
whole thing. · 

The previous speaker has indicated this 
is an industry bill and l know that there 
have been people who are here 
representing industry who h_ave been 
working on this. bill and I think they are 
manufacturing the loopholes that they 
want for themselves. We think of it and I 
am sure the sponsor thinks of it as a 
situation where a fellow invents a gadget 
and he employs three or four people and we 
and he employs three of four people and we 
want to give him a break and, oh, I wish 
things were that simple, but they aren't. I 
don't understand, I am not an accountant. 

1I don't understand myself but l can just 
imagine what could_ happen with a phrase 
like this "net income allocable to the 

· production of a product which has not been 
J!roduced."_I think there is a loophole there 
that you could drive General Motors ri'ght 
_through. An outfit that is producing a 
number of products. they get one product 
and they allocate a high proportion of their 
earnings to this product and how do you 

· determine - we just don't have those kind 
of gains, we would need a big force in our 
In.come Tax Division if we are going to be 
going to court to make these 
determinations. We. have a good State of 
Maine Income Tax and I hate to be up here 

. constantly· haranguing you when these· 
exemptions are offered, but it is a situation 
where soon our State of Maine income code 
will be something like - have you ever 
seen the shelves of material on the Federal 
Income Tax? I am sure Mr.- Ingegneri 
knows what I am talking about and these 
are all the exemptions that have generated 
through the years so that anyone who can 
hire enough talent now can make a lot of 
money and not have to pay taxes on it. This 
is the· sort of the situation that we are 
building for ourselves here now, so let's not 
be. misled by what we want to do, let's 
recognize what we are really doing. We are 
building loopholes when we put these 
things in: In just a few years we will find 
that the people who· are really making the 

.money he.i:e in the State of Majne are 
driving themselves right through these 
loopholes that they have manufactured for 
themselves year after year. I hope you 
support the "Ought Not to Pass". 
. the SPEAKER: The Chair recogiiiies 
the gentleman from Bridgewater, Mr, 
Finemore. 

Mr. FINEMORE: Mr. Speaker, Ladies 
and_Genllemen of the House: I enjoy very 
much hearing the gentleman that has just 
spoken, ,because I think he. is sincere, put 
let Ille t~ll you, ladies and gentlemen of 
this~jiouse, that if this was a contracting 
bill it would be perfectly all right. ·

First of all; they 
said that not too many years ago had the 
state- development-'-agencies-:then · spent~ 
most of their time talking about how great 
the Governor of their state was and how 
interested he was in attracting new 
industry;. they could do little ~lse, but 
times have changed and a lot of states

· Commi_ttee heard several bills mandating 
a closed period of four da:vs for voter 
·registration before elections: L. D. 28, as 
presented to the committee, would not 
permit anyone to register 32 days. before 
an election and you could not register on· 
election day. . . · 

Report A is a compromise: It does not 
· allow registration nine days before the 
:election but you may register on election 
·day .. This is not a radical-change. 
,Approximately.· 70 percent of the 
population .now reside in cities and towns 
where this is presentlyin effect. The city 
and town clerks support it, a reasonable 
closed period, the League of Women 

, Voters have for years been advocating a 
uniform closed period. . 
. I realize manv in this _House are against 

this bill. and I understand that, but I don't 
think it is all that bad, and I would like to 
give you some of the reasons why I signed 
the report the way I did.It would motivate 

_ the workers in both parties to get on the 
ball and not to wait until the last minute to 
get people to register. We could take 
advantage of public service 
.announcements on. TV and radio that 
would uniformly alert citizens to the fact 
that they had a deadline for registration. 

· We would also retain the registration on 
election day; both party headquarters 

could issue announcements and include 
the registration deadline in any mailings 
they did.' The Secretary of State's Office 
could also issue press, TV and radio 
releases, alerting the people to the 

. deadlin.e if ij; were unifor_Ill, Jn sho.rt,_ a 
real umted effort could be made to get the 
people to register before the deadline. 
These are the reasons why I signed this 
report but the decision is up to you .

There was provision in the law 
that when a community exceeded 
six-tenths of one percent of its value in 
general assistance, then the state came in 
for, I believe, 90 percent of the cost to the 
community after that.When we went to 100 
percent evaluation, this doubled the 
community's or municipality's obligation 
to general assistance and it \Vas during the 
period that this was true that the 
Go\·ernor's budget was· put into effect 
reflecting that situation which doubled the 
municipality's ob.ligation in the field of 
general assistance. 

In order to reinstate the municipalities 
·at the level that they were prior to this 
change, it would require the enactment of 
this bill, which is sailing along very 
blithely, which would obligate the state for 
approximately, as I remember, an 
additional one and a half million dollars 
per year to reimburse the communities to 
bring them back t~ their original status.
