Conference .. Of all the problems that we 
are beset with in our nation today, such as 
inflation, unemployment, the energy 
crisis, the popular topic among, the 
Governors is, "how can we stop Governor 
Wallace?" I don't think that the primary 
function of the Nationar ffovernors 
Conference is to decide which one of them 
shall run for President. I believe this 
should be up to the people. We voted, I 
believe yesterday, for openness in 

Mr. COONEY: Mr. Speaker, in ansWer 
to Mr. Burns' questions, the bill. would 
provide that the Secretary of State could 
try to work with the other states to 
establish a date, and hopefully he would do 
that, to put it in line with town elections 
that we now hold in March.

If you· have eve·r 
wis.hed that there could be some- other 
influence in the political decision making 
in New England than tha:t one editor and

. Secondly, I talked to four people 

yesterday ~horn .I know well, .;me is· a:, 
former chairman of the Republican party, 
one is a• form er chairman of the 
·Democratic party and two people.who are 
in the New Hampshire legislature and here 
is their answer:. We will have the first 
primary, if we have to hold iton January 1, 
1976, starting with the polls. opening at 
12:01, which makes other primaries 
anti-climax,. I guess when.you people say 
th!lt :YOU want to hear Jrom the other 
candidates,.youforget the newspapers and 
you forget the radio, but you also forget 
such a thing as TV.and I.oan guarantee you 
that these things float in on the TV, . . 

I also last night contacted from my party. 
two. of: the absolutely most. prominent 
people. who are apt to get this nomination 
foi: .the Democratic Pa1ty .and they are so 
prominent in the ratings, and they haven't 
surfaced. yet probably to a great extent, 
but I spoke personally to.both of them and 
they told me that they. would not enter any 
pri~arie~ and, anyboqy ~h_o would put 
their names up they woulil make moves to• 
have their names removed. These are the 
two.people, in my opinion, who are the two 
top men to get the nomination in my party 
and if anybody does not believe what I am 
saying, l will meet them privately and I 
usually answer a question in pne way, let's 
just sit dqwn in a little conference and put 
tip a few .. bob .and quid''. and we go from· 
there .and I am that satisfied that that is 
the cas·e. You are not going to hear froin 
them any more than you would otherwise 
and you are not going to hear any less:. 
-1 am not gomg back to yesteraay to tell 
you of my experiences because I could go, 
for, a long, long time. The reason tl~at I 
didn't bother you people is. because. you 
have enough things to be bothered with 
besides such a thing as this. . . . 

I want to tell you something right now, 
for any of you who have not been exposed 
to these .things, don't make. this 
catastrophic error and I will tell.you this, I 
can .assure you of this just as sure as _I am 
standing on my two feet, that this thing, if. 
it did pass, lands on that Appropriations

The. amendment that you have before. 
you presented by myself would deal with 
this legal question of legalizing marijuana 
in the private possession of an individual 

·within his own home. It doesn't deal with it 
.with the situation in the public, I think 
that's adequately dealt _ with by the 
Criminal Code but I think we have 
significant legal evidence and a. strong, 
enough legal case that fo1· this legislature· 
or-any other legislative body to deal with_ 
the subject of an individual's right of. 
privacy that the recommendations of the 
Criminal Code in the Judiciary Committee 
are far too weak. · 

We had a ruling two weeks ago May 27th 
from the Supreme Court of the State of 
Alaska, a summary oflhe1r decision finds 
that there is so-little medical evidence that 
marijuana is harmful- that it is 
unconstitutional for the state to make 
private use of marijuaria illegal. Now 
there has been a Jong standing tradition 
under our Constitution and under our state 
laws that we have a right of privacv. This 
is not absolute and I would not argue that it 
was; but I think the criteria ,ve have to look 
at is whether the actions or th_e possessions . 
of an individual in his private domain have 
got to have_ significant effect on the health 
or well-being of society in general before . 
the state can override the right of privacy 
and I think that since the medical evidence· 
that is coining out more anci more 
frequently pointiqg to the fact that effects 
of marijuana are insignificant that it is 
beyond the state's power to regulate 
whethe·r or· nob ar1 fod1vidiial sliould 
possess small amounts, usable amounts of 
marijuana, for their own personal use_ 
within their home, . , .. . 

Now, tlie amendment that you have 
before· you .states "that possession of a 
usable amount of manjuana, usable 
amount being less -than 1½ ounces as 
already specified in the Criminal Code, in 
public, is a civil violation for which a· 
forfeiture of not more than $200 may be 
adjudged. What · tbis says is. if you get 
caught in public that you can be found with 
a civil sentence for a' penalty ofno more 
than $200, but the state ,will not be able to 
enter on to your premises, into.your home, 
your castle and have anything to do with 
whether or not you have a small amount of 
marijuana. I. don't know how ·you feel 
about the Constitution and about our Bill of 
Rights but I feel extremely strong on this 
subject;. there has · been much too. much . 
infringement of om: private rights, of our 
rights to privacy,_ by the state.:and by its 
various institutions. I think it's time that 
we called a stop to it. . . . . . . "· . , . .

I think 
this is an issue where the line has got to be 
drawn. Are you in favor of having the state 
enter your liorne and tell you what you can 
dMvith your own body when it will have no 
effect on society in general and according :

POST: Mr. S1ll'akL•1·, Ladil's and 
(Jeni le men of till' I louse: I ani sure you are 
probably all totally l'Olll'uscd al this point, 
so I would like lo speak lo this particular 
amcndmt•nl. The silualiiin is that 
optometrists ai;e not physicians. In the 
past they have been licensed lo give eye 
examinations and then to treat only by 
prescribing glasses. If we do pass the 
present bill allowing them to give topical 
eye drops, both topical· anesthetics and 
mydriabcs, we are· enlarging their scope 
of activities. What we said is that not all, 
optom_etdsts_will be able to give these eye 
dropsbecausethey-are considered by many 
to be dangerous. Noit·all optometrists will 
be able to give these drugs but only those 

. who pass a specific examination if they are 
already licensed or who have courses in 
t.heir college· of opto.metry in 
pharmacology and then pass 
examinations will be licensed specifically 
to give eye drops: The proplem that comes 
up is that, under present legislation, 
without the amendment, those exams to 
tell who is qualified in Pharmacology and 
who isn't, will be certified ·or the courses 
will be certified and the exams will be 
certified by optometrists who.are not by 
present legislation required to know 
anything about pharmacology. 

We have thought about the alternatives 
and it Ts my understanding the 
optometrists at one point had been willing 
to go along with p.utting ail 
ophthalmologist ·who. is a doctor on the 

· Board of Optometrists but having checked 
that particular amendment out with the. 
Speaker, _we found out it wasn't germane. 
The. only alternative we have by insuring 
that there is some medical input and 
insuring that optometrists are;, in fact, 
qualified to give topical anesthetics is 
through the· Department of Health and 
Welfare. That is the reason for this 
particul!l.r amendment. It is no way a 
blocking of the bill, .it is no way going to 

. stop optometrists who are fully qualified 
from giving topical anesthetics or giving a 
mydriatic drug, it simply insures that 
those exams really do qualify people to do 
so. I know in talking_ with op!_o_Ille!rists 
from my area, they supported this move or· 
at least supported the idea of putting 
ophthal~ologist on the Board of 
Optometrists. · · .

authority to do certain things or to 
administer certain substances into your 
eyes that they have never had the power to Gentlemen of. the House: It is true that 

under present legislation the head of the 
Department of Health can· say that no 
drugs will be allowed, no generic drugs 
will be allowed for topical anesthetics or 
mydriatics, so what would happen then is 
that ho drugs would be allowed for any 
optometrist, Those are the only choices he 
has. He either allows specific drugs to be 
used by optometrists or he allows no drugs 
to be used by optometrists, so they do have· 
thnt control. What they would have to do in, 
order to stop a few people from practicing 
who they might feel are not qualified, they 
would have to let no optometrists use any 
drugs at all. 

I would like to read a memo from Dr. 
. Leadley .. "The Board of Optometry 
consists onh· of optoriietrfsls ·arid one· 
consumer, none of which. are required to 
have any training in medicine, . 
pharmacology or ophthalmology. There is 
no one on the board who would have the 
technicaltraining to make these decisions 
about- ·training and exams. The 
department'is required to and does employ · 
positions whose responsibility is to protect 
the public health. The department feels 
that they would be in a very unusual. 
position of either having the power of being 
able to allow these kinds of drugs to. be 
used and then having no authority over 
who is going to be abldouse them.''
