Mrs. POST: Mr, Speaker, Ladies and 

Gentlemen of the House: I would like to 
respond to a few comments if I could. The 
first comment was made a while back that 
the fishermen are not covered by social 
security. I want to clear that up, although I 
am not sure exactly what it has to do with 
the point at hand. Fishermen most 
certainly have paid their Social Security 
just like everyone else. They are 
self-employed people and they have to file 
Social Security payments and ·make their 
payments and are, therefore, eligible for 
Social Security benefits when they reach 
their older ages. . 

The comment and statement made by 
Representative Garsoe, I believe, was 
what is the emergency, what is the 
prnblem? I think that obviously if we 
thought we might be able to get this bill 

· . through ·as an emergency and I, anyway, 
would have,felt that I would have liked to 
bet;ause the emergency is there. In 
addition to those things that have already 
been mentioned today, we have, for 
instance~ and I hate to mention it, the Red 
Tide ana you have heard some comments 
in the- paper about the people felt that 
perhaps there wasn't enough safety 
around. the Red Tide problem and the 
people might go out by · mistake and 
possibly dig up some clam flats that were 
polluted by Red Tide, well, that is what we 
want the wardens for, that. is one of the 
things we want the wardens for, is to help 
you with that problem. When we get the 
money, it would be at the end of September 
and unfortunately it is very likely that that 
Red Tide will still be around. That is a real 
emergency if you are a clamdigger and 
you want to try to convince tlie people: of 
this state that the clams that do reach the 
market are safe, you know that. is a real 
emergency. 

This body1 just a few days ago, took off 
the moratonum immediately. What that is 
going to mean to the fisherman along the 
rnast 1uiw, it is going to mean that all of a 
:mtldl'n'lhere an• going. to bl' ,·t•ry many 
people who have never hadHcenses before, 
all of a sudden they are going out and be 
expert fishermen and expert lobstermen 
and perhaps summer _residents for. the 
very first time are going to be able to go 
out and get. license and be. fishermen. I 
don't know if you have ever seen a Sunday 
sailor before, but that is exactly ·what we 
are going to have and there are going to be 
lots of problems and some of those, if we 

· can't deal with them this summer, we will, 
at least,. be able to deal with them early 
this fall. That is an emergency. . . · 

And the other thing that I mentioned 
about previously was that just recently, 
about a month ago, the Supreme Court 
struck down the statutes of one of our 
towns; in fact, it was even in my. district, 
which says that you can't have a clam 
progr~m un_less you have got basis and 
b10log1cal facts, you have got to ha·ve 
the evidence thei:e. The Depa1tment of 
Marine Resources is now being asked by 
these \',trious t·ommunities to give that 
assistance and that is one of the things that 
tllis money will pay for. If you happen to 
li\'l' in ont• of those towns, if you happen to 
be a damdigger who makes their living 
from.those towns, you know that that is.an 
emergency. I think it is very clear to those 
of us who · live along the coast that the 
emergency exists. We just happen to have 
a hard time convincing people a little 
inland that it does. 

I think the final point· is that the 
fishermen are not asking for anything. We 
are n_ot. asking. th~ legislature to do 
something for us. They are riot ·saying to 

reduce the appropriation at Pineland so we 
can have more wardens, _all the fishermen 
are asking to do is to do it for themselves. 
They want to take their money, -spend 
extra of their money to meet some of their 
own needs, and I find it really hard lo work 
out in my own mind exactly what the 
objections are to that. I am simply asking 
you not to reconsider. ·

As yoti know, 'we. im• faced with funding­
the. state programs for two fiscal years, 
1975-1976 and. 1976-1977. It was originally 
contemplated that we would put $13 

. million,. approximately; that first fiscal 
ye~r in the teacher's retirement ftind: In 
the second year, it was originally -
contemplated that . we would put $15 
million in .. In the first year, $13 million: in 
the second year, $15 million, . . . 

We are suggesting here a deferral in the 
first fiscal year of S5 million of .state 
payments, so the numbers \\·ould look like 
this - approximately $8 million in the first 
year ra!her . than $13 million aild' $20 • 
million in the second vear rather than $15 
million. This is simply a deferral of sums 
of money which we are committing to the 
teacher's retirement system in the first 
year and only for a short period of time in 
tht• first-year., 

The gentleman from Augusta, Mr. 
Bustin, has referred to a distribution by. 
the gentleman from Lewiston, Mr. Jalbert .. 
This does not represent a commitment in 
this legislative document to distribute 
these funds. This is a suggestion, I take it;. 
from Representative Jalbert. If this 
distribution system is against the law, ifin 
fact we must distribute on a quarterly 
basis, then there is no compulsion under. 
the law that the distributions must be, 
equal numbers of dollars in each quarter,, 
so these figures, say in the third quarter. 
and fourth quarter, under L. D. 1937, could 
simply be cut in half and the· requirement 
of the law would be met. 

I think any objections that some of the 
money we are talking about canriot be 
distributed in a manner. that will be­
consistent with the present Constitution 
are unfounded. They can be distributed on 
a quarterly basis, and I am sure that those 
in charge of the administrative handling of 
these funds and transferring them to the 
retirement system will discharge their 
duties in compliance with the Constitution 
of Maine.

One further thing disturbs me, and that 
is, with the· talent that we have in 
leadership and on the Appropriations 
Committee,. the budgetary officers that 
support us on the floor of the House, the 
Senate and every rank and file member, 
with the talent we have, we couldn't come 
up with an alternative that was less 
encumber_ed with so manv serious 
problems. . ·

Mr. WAGNER: Mr. Speaker, Ladies and 
Gentlemen of the House: I rise in strong 
support of this amendment and I would 
respond to a point or two made by the 
gentleman from Mexico, Mr. Fraser. It is 
true that the Department of 
Transportation, under a recent bill we 
passed, does have responsibility for 
bicycle planning and construction of 
bicycle ways. I spoke to the commissioner 
about this a couple of days ago, and he 
gave me. positive assurance that if the 
gasoline tax were passed, acted upon 
favorably and his budget was in the proper 
shape, that' he would indeed consider· 
bicycle funding as part of the general 
highway program. ' · 

I would like to take some of the burden 
off the commissioner's shoulders in this 
-respect by passing an amendment of this 
sort to the gasoline tax. In my home town 
of Orono, about two weeks ago. we 
dedicated one of the first bicycle paths in 
the slalt•, marked along cim• main street: 
We had about 200 bicyclists out for the 
opening ceremony, and it has been very 
s1.1rcessful since it was. opened. There has 
been a monitoring program conducted 
with the Department of Transportation. 
We have had about 500 bicycles· a day 
crossing the bridge in the town and it is 
very successful. , •· · 

This is part of the program that Mr, 
Fraser liad-spoken about. I tbirik if I· am 
not wrong on this, the total amount that 
has been spent on this this year is about ten 
or twelve thousand dollars, a very small 
figure, and I think we need considerably 
morethan this. And- looking at the whole 
picture of the automobile and bicycle 
together; I think this is ·a· very sniall 
portion of our total expenditure. The 
bicycle now• offers an·· alternative to 
highway travel, to congestion, to poUution', 
and to part of the tremendous social cost 
the automobile has brought, and I think it 
is only appropriate that this small amount 
offered by this amendment should·· be 
dedicated to this purpose. I would state 
further that this is the only way that I can 
support this gasoline tax, with an 
amendment such as this that will devote a 
portiori of that revenue to building bicycle 
paths. Otherwise, I will have to oppose the 
gasoline tax. altogether. I urge you" to 
support this amendment. · •. l

of a study on bicycling in Maine which had 
b~!!.J!repared at their J,'~.!J§!c._'fJ_l~_s.t~dy: 
has been referred to on several occasions 
this session as we have considered 
bicycling regulated legislation, in lightof 
this legislative background, consider. the 
actual number of bicycles in contrast to 
safe designated b\keways in Maine. . .· 

In 1973, bicycle retailers were surveyed 
as part of the bicycle study I have already 
mentioned. · At that time, 14,000 _bicycles 
had. been sold in. that year,a jump of 125 
percent over 1972. This _year's sales· 
estimate run as hfgh as 25,000 bicycles. In 
1974, Maine had 272,000 bicycles, even with 
a replacement factor, Maine. bicycle 
population has aefmitely increased .. In 
stark contrastto this _burMoning 
population, Maine still has not even one 
actual bicycle. path, except. in Orono. 
That is a separated facility which they 
have nowhere. . 

The nearest thing we have is a newly 
constructed larie or striped path which is in 
Orono~. It .runs for one and three g_uarter 
miles on bothsides oHhe paved shoulder 

I area of Main Street. While, this allows 
bicycles in a dei;ighated area', it still does 
not prevent a car.from swerving into. the 
lane or a bicycle from swerving out. What 
happens then when all these 300,000 
bicycles go out for a ride with no real place 
to.ride. The ·answer is, of course, needless 
l!~<Jc;le.nts a!l_d sometimes they are fatal. 
This . year alone. there were about· four 
fatalities. ,Wliafis even more interesting is 
that the country seems to be no safer than 
the city for cyclists·, There is an even 
breakdo:wn of the four 1975 fatalities, two 
for urban Maine and two for rural areas. · 

Everyone who drives a ·car· or rides a 
bike ft<>rn _eight to eighty will agree that 
bicycle faciliUes fiave to become a reality in . 
Maine, But how is this happening now? 
Bikeways cost money, which perhaps 
explains why so few otherwise safety 
conscious communities have not even 
minimal facilities like the Orono bikeway. 

Since. 1973, the federal highway act that 
provided authorization for each state to 
spend up to $2 million.

because, I guess, anybody'with very much 
common sense can understand . that 
probably if a majority can be gotten for the 
bill, if wilttake some doing, say nothing 
about_ .two-thirds but anyw,ay that's the 
reason· that the emergency clause is 
usually on the bill. · _ , · · • 

Mr. Peterson, the other day, mentioned 
the fact that there was a good lot of sugar 
coating that generally goes into this type of 
bill and he is right there,! have a whole 
hand full of little sugar coated items right 
here. We've already attached two or three 
of them and this begins to put the bill into a 
position where two or three or more people 
can support it and that's why I am trying 
to get this thing out of the way right_ now 
before we go through the whole mess. 
• Now, I'm sure the Department of 

Transportation has got problems with 
inflation, you've · been given sheets that 
show the cost of asphalt going up and so 
forth but every state deIJartment here has 
goCproblems but not every state· 
department is coming in here and trying to 
resolve those problems through additional 
taxes. The town officials, in my town; have 
informed me that snow removal costs run 
around $4,000 and I mentioned the other 
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day that I thought it probably was a lot· 
cheaper to the people in my town if, in fact, 
they did accept a property tax increase 
rather than pay the additional cent per 
gallon on gasoline and I also mentioned that 
once -this tax is put on, it will never be 
taken off and somebody told me the other 
day that oh, yes, it can be taken off. I hope 
I live that long to see it. 

You were distrioufea a 1e!:ter from Mr. 
Mallar this morning and !would just like 
to read a couple of lines ''for the legislature 
to create legal obligations in the area of 
debt s~rvice, funding for services by other 
agencies, the state aid program and other 

. activities on the one hand and to blithely 
reduce the funds, available for this 
puqiose, on the other hand, is, in my mind, 
an. !l'responsible budget process" and it 
may _well be but I don't think that is the 
case. I· think there is ample roon1 in Mr. 
Mallar's department. If he docs not receive 
this gas tax increase, he can most 
certainly reshuffle his priorities, and these 
programs can be taken care of, 
1·egardless. Now, on, page 2 of his 
st~tement, he says "if_ we don't pass the 
gas tax, the choices then become possible 
reductions in ~uch programs as 
resurfacing, snow . plowing on -state 
highways, bridge maintenance activities, 
signing and striping programs, the state 
aid account or other· related ·activities". 
Certainly those· are possible and that's 
what I've been saying, go ahead, knock off 
two or three percent from all of these.-That 
was suggested by an amendment that was 
reproduced and distributed by Mr. Strout, 
I don't know whether it will be introduced 
or not, but that is a pobbible wav.

Of course, the 
highway department can reshuffle, of 
course. they can reduce all their other 
services but it's bound to result in less 
efficient maintenance, the quality of 
maintenance is either going to· be reduced 
or the number of miles are going to be 
redticed, one or the other, and if you could 
be in that highway department, day after 
day, and hear the complaints that come. 

froin all over lhl' slate now on roads that 
are not properly taken care of because of 
the lack of money, you're just going to 
hear even more. 

Yesterday, we took a bill off the table 
that came from the Governor's office, 
which officially removed from the state 

_ highway budget, the amount of money or 
the need for servicing the towns that were 
doing _what they have been; town roads 
and snowplowing. This bill was killed so 
now we are automatically giving the 
depa1tment the obligation of doing this 
work without also giving them some 
money to do it with. : -

Now, the last two or four years, I have 
been fortunate enough to· serve on the 
Transportation Committee and each time 
their budget was pared as -much as 
possible, now even two years ago, 
Governor Curtis had a bond issue request 
for $19.5 million .. The Transportation 
Committee, in its wisdom, or lack of it, 
whichever it is, made that $7,500. The 
projects that were planned on with the $19 
million are still waiUng. We have in our 
state right now major bridges that should 
be replaced but I know they won't be done 
now because there's not enough money but 
lo not provide them with the money that · 
is needed to do their work properly, is to 
expect that the people throughout the state 
are going to be unhappy with the services 
they get. ·. _ . .

Mrs. BERRY: Mr. Speaker .and 
Members of the House: I would like to 
defend the commissioner just a little. Mr. 
Mallar has decreased spending in his _ 
department. Within the last two years, he 
has decreased his personnel in the_ 
engineel'ing department by 100 people, 
plus more than 50 other personnel. 

I would also like to say that the 
gentleman from Buxton said that co·ming 
in hl'n~ for more money, this isn't unusual, 
it is just ari unusual way in which we have 
to do it. The Health and Welfare came in 
here with deficits and without a blink of an 
eye, we give them more money. I think in 
the 106th we did this twice before we got 
out of here in one year. This is easily done 
out of the general fund. but when these 
dedicated departments have to· have 
money,·they have to come in with some 
way of raising it and, of course, in this 
way, it is the tax on gasoline. This is the 
only way it can be done. Yesterday, it was 
su~gested that we raise the income tax,· 
this wouldn't affect the highway 
department one iota because they couldn't 
have used any of it. I believe Mr. Berry 
spoke about the paving program, I'm sure 
we have seen this all over the state and its 
a good program, you all ride on roads. To 
be true, we_haven't got to all of the towns 
yet but it is the desire of the department 
that to cover the state with this paving, 
even· sii. or seven years, they are being 
delayed somewhat because of funding but 
this program is a good program. We've all 
seen it in some of our towns. Some of my,. 
towns are still a little bitter because they 
haven't got it yet but it will be coming to 
them, it's in the program for the future if 
it isn't in the next two years, it will be in 
the next biennium. I think our department, 
I didn't use to think so before I was on the 
committee, I had a lot of criticism also, but 
when you work closely with the 
department and particularly with_ this 
administration, I think you can see where 
there is a desire to cut and there is cutting. 
We all have problems with our budgets at

officers. During the work of the Legislative 
Council last summer after, I think getting 
some information from various other' 
legislators, it was decided to look into the 
possibility of putting the whole legislative, 
program on computer. I believe that. was• 
done prior to the special session. It was 
tried out somewhat in the special session 
and has- been used all of this session. I 
think it is found to be effective and a 
worthwhile program.. • '. . 

The_ Legislative Council; along last fall, 
decidei:l to establish, wheri they decided to· 
go fulltime With a computer, decided to 
establish Legislative Information Office. 

· This you will find is· in your legislative 
manual. . 

Now,a motion was made last November 
20 to establish a Legislative Information 
Office-·under the Director-of Legislative 
Research, at that time Dave Silsby, and to, 

establish three positions in that office. One 
of them is an indexer. In the course of the 
investigation, it was found that there were 
al least nine various indexes ilY the way 
that legislation was handled. It wa·s 
decided at that time that there was a real 
need to put one person in to do full time 
indexing and establish a standardized 
index for all legislation and actually all of 
your statutes, which has been done. That 
office is filled by a Miss Ellen McMonagle. 
There were the other two people who were 
put on to look after the computer; It was 
felt at the.lime they put the computer in, 
th.at they should have people who were 
thorouglily familiar with the operation of it 
so they should establish them as full time 
jobs. They did. establish these jobs under 
the Director of Legislative Research. He 
made the appointments. These 
appointments are in the mjnutes that you 
can find in the November 20 meeting of the 
Legislative Council. 

It was the feeling of· the Legislative 
Council at that time that during the time 
when the Legislature is not in session, that 
telephone calls could be funneled in there 
and that these people could act as sources 
of information · for telephone calls,· they 
could funnel • calls to other departments 
and do much of what I understand the 
work of the constituents seryice officer is. 

It.is true.the constituents service officer 
is still on the books but the council decided 
there were two positions that there wasn't 
any need for. One of them was the 
constituent service officer and the other· 
was the legislative administrator to 
supervise all of the. various legislative 
functions. It was ·felt that the people that 
were filling these jobs, the. Director· of 
Legislative Finance, Director of 
Legislative Research and the Law 
Librarian were very competent people and 
there was no need to have supervision. . 

l think that much of the provisions of 
what needs to be done in the so-called 
constituent' service officer, which is an 
off-shoot of the bill on the ombudsman are 

· already taken care of. I fully appreciate 
the feelings of the gentleman from 
Yarmouth, Mr. Jackson, who has long 
worked on the idea .of an ombudsman; r 
think we are doing prac!tically everything 
that needs to be done now. I fail to see any, 
need for adding any additional staff to the 
legislature. 
. The SPEAKER: The Chair recognizes 
the gentleman from Sabattus, Mr; Cooney: 

Mr. COONEY: Mr; Speaker, Ladies and 
Gentlemen of the House: I would oppose 

· the motion to indefinitely postpone. I 
suspect that this bill, since it does have an 
appropriation on it and it. may not be a 
priority item, It is probably going to go 
down to the magic disappearing table and 
will come back here just one time in 
non-concurrence. I think it does have some 
value. We voted for it the other day after 
some considerable debate. This bill 
replaces several measures wllich provided"· 
constituent services sought to help people 
undo· the red tape having to. do with 
envl.i:onmental licenses and bills of that 
sort. The Eill on tlie ombudsman, there 
were three or four bills that the State .
