The SPEAKER: The Chair .recognizes differential between what the state VIews with you. Tlrerehas been a lot of talk 
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about a special grnup. I don't believe any 
law enforcement person has lo apologize 
for being in a special group which is 
treated in a special way; The job of a State 
Police officer or a game warden or· an 
F.B.I. agent is not the same in any res pert' 
with that of a clerk. First of all, during his 
years of duty he is constantly under the 
thrat of injury or even death. Secondly, 
during his tenure as an . enforcement 
person he is undergoing tension, 
undergoing hardship, working at such a 
pace that its not comparable with the pace 
at which people work _in sedentary 
occupations . 
. . For example;tliesecrffservfce agents 
who protect the President of. the United 
States· have to run parallel to his car 
sometimes as much as 10 miles, The secret 
servic_e agents hav_e a minimum 
retirement age of 50. years. They get 2.5 
percent for the first 20 years and then _it's 
two percenl.-Now iffhose·persons, after 20 
years of being on a White House detail, 
running along side. of a car goirig at 10 or 12 
miles and sometime even more an hour, 
are _iillbtirned up by the time they are 40· 
and 45 years of age and when they retire at 
this so:called young age, they have been in 
such a specialized job that there isn't any 
job that they can go to. They do not have a 
variety of• jobs open. to them and even 
though_ they ate persons of high 
intelligence who have been in dangerous 
work, they. are restricted to the 
supplementary work. that they will go to at: 
retirement and I say I- disregard aH of 
these fancy statistics. I say that the state 
police and those in enforcement wor_k in 
the State ·of Maine have been very 
generous to have had themselves assessed 
one exfra percent over those in the regular 
employment. As for the 27 percent being 
contributed by the state as against the 10_ 
percerit for the regular employees, this is a 
smaller group, this is a more select group 
and I think the State of Maine could do no 
less. .

and fortitude of the gentleman from 
Hampden, .Mr. Farnham .to set you 
straight. He would like to have you believe 
that I told you a whole lot of things that are 
not ti:_ue, ins_tead of telling you the thin_gs I.

I would further indicate to you that I 
know quite a few State policemen and none 
of the ones I know maKe $17,000 a year. In 

l'at'l, they· start at less pay than the 
Augusta Police Department. When the 
Augusta Police Department people retire, 
they retire at two thirds· of their final 
compensation, and that is a lot different 
than half, and now we are knocking the 
State Police down to three years. I just 
don't think it is fair, at this point and time, 
it ought to be explained properly.

Ce1tairuy the gentleman who speaks for 
the Veterans and Retirement Committee 
this morning implied, in no way, that the 
state Police and other law enforcement 
officers were not a special group, they are 
a special group and we recognize them as 
such.

Think positive 
that we are doing a great deal more for this 
special group of law enforcement officers 
and we should.

ThfaTs a special groiip; lfiey ·deserve our 
commendation, and they· should get 
special privileges which they are getting. 
The one thing about this amendment would 
not change those special privileges to any 
great extent. To imply that the gentleman 

, from Rumford has any different feelings 
. than Ihat1s absolutely mcorrect. · . .

As a 
member of the committee, from my 
vantage point, we really didn't ha\'c an 
opPQrt1.1nity .to study the full ramifieations 
of the various subchapters in this bill as it 
relates to the patient profile cards and thei 
continuing education regulation. . 

There are some other members of the 
committee who had some concerns as 
welL Consequently; i!' my memory s~rves 
me corre(!tly1 the- bill came out with a 
three-waydiv1dedreport. Therearesomeof, 
us on: the committee who felt that the bill 
had some minor technical deficiencies and 
that we· wanted to possibly study this 

. question through Jhe course of the next 
couple of months and present a bill to the 
special session. •" · 
. I think, as the gentleman from Sanford, 
Mr. Lovell, has pointed out, there are a 
number of pharmacies that are doing this 
now as part of the professional activity of 
the. pharmacists. The committee· as such1 

does not .know specifically how many or'. 
what percentage of the entire pharmacist) 
group i'n the state are doing this. But some. 
ofus feel t!lat there maybe some problems' 
relaUng. to the need to do this for each 
individual prescription, dispensed,. 

·particularly.as it related to tourists, for! 
instance,who will be coming into the State· 
of Majrie. The pharmacists. ·will be· 
required to maintain a patient profile card 
on this possibly one 01· two-shot customer, 
:md then• nrnv bl• no need for this sort of 
thing for on-going health cure purposes. 

. There. is a.nothcr· iiiirioi· terhnieaf 
·deficiency, l think, in the bill, from my 
point of view, and that is. that under the 
continuing education requirement or 
regulation, it states that no annual renewal 
certificate.shall be issued by the Boardbf 
Pharmacies for the year 1975 and any 
following year, . until such time as the· 
applicant has submitted proof satisfactory 
to the Board that he has fulfilled such 
requirement. ·well, this is 1975, and if the 

. bill is passed, notwithstanding the 
objections of the Governor, and takes the 

. effect. of law in October, there may be 
some need for some pharmacists to start 
running around and deal with the three or 
two months remaining in the year in order 
to fulfill the obligations under this statute. 

I think that there is a need for this sort of 
thing. I think that some of the members of 
the committee feel that there is a need for 
this sort of activity· on the part of. 
pharmacists in general; it is just that I 
personally feel· that' there. are some 
technical deficiencies that should be 

. addressed, and I don't think the committee 
as. a whole.had an ample opportunity to 
come up with its own objective analysis of 
this particular bill. · 

The SPEAKER: The Chair recognizes 
the gentleman from Old Town, Mr. Gould. 

Mr. GOULD: Mr. Speaker; Ladies and 
Gentlemen of the HousEJ: I am going to 
vote to override the Governor's veto 
because the good gentleman from

a drug store here and they called his drug 
store in Lewiston where he had originally 
obtained the prescription and he got his 
pills that he was required to have, here;

Mr. GOODWIN: Mr, Speaker, Men and 
Women of the House: As one of the signers 
of the "Ought to Pass" report on this, I 
would like to. state simply that this is a 
very strong consumer type of bill. It is 
designed to protect the consumer. It does 
require a little extra work by the 
pharmacist, but it was the pharmacists 
who put this bill in, it was the pharmacists 
.who are supporting this bill. . 

In reading· the Governor's message, I 
ha\·e to believe the Governor - and I think 
its very wrongly so - but I have to believe 
that the Governor does not have very 
much faith in the ability of pharmacists to . 

, keep records or anything if you take a look 
at his message, but I think this is false, I 
think the pharmacists are more than· 
capable of handling these things. 

As. it relates to tourists, I think this is a 
very good idea in the case someone comes 
in for more than a couple of days, is ill, 
they ar.e perhaps taking a prescription and 
they have a patient profile card, they are 
ill and they go to a doctor here in the state 
and then they have to go back to the 
pharmacist, this. patient profile for the 
tourist could prevent any serious harm. 

Other states are trying to do this. In fact, . 
in other states, we should commend the 
pharmacists here; in one report I saw on 
television on white-paper type of program, 
in some of the larger states of the nation,• 
the pharmacy associations are fighting 
this because they don.'t want to do .the 
work, so I think that we should commend 
the pharmacists in this state for taking this 
type of forward look in thinking. I think in 
this session we have already set several 
precedents in mandating various types of 
thin~s on health providers such as pricEJ 
postmg for pharmacists and, mandating. 
that the doctors are going to have to make 
a· decision between brand name and 
gerieric name drugs; I think that this is one 
more step we can take to aid our citizens in 
quality health care, and I hope you will 
vote to qyerride the Governor's veto. 

The 'SPEAKER: The Cha1i: re-cogruies 
the gentlewoman from Owls Head, Mrs. 
Post; 

Mrs. POST: Mr. Speaker, Men and 
Women of the House: As one of the signers 
of the "Ought Not to Pass" report on 
Health and Institutions, I think that I 
would like to at least clear up the fact 
today, I think it has been stated by several 
people that all pharmacists in the state 
support this, and while it ml!J have been 
cleared by fhe Pharmaceutical Association 
I contactEld two pharrnl!Ci!lts_ in my a~ea. 
and they were both opposea to mandating 
this measure at this time. One is a fairly 
new drug store and he is interested in 
doing a patient profile card system but 
doesn't feel as though he can afford it right 
now and it is going to present real 
problems for him. 

I think that if you want to look back and 
remember some of the other things we've 
done that are going to mean changes for 
pharmacists this year, we have already 
enacted and has been signed into law the 
generic substitutions bill which will 
require them to print additional 

information on the labels of drugs. We 
have also required them to give the 
consumers information when they do 

. substitution of generic drugs. 
' We have also passed and it has been 
; signed into law the advertising and 

mandatory posting, so they are going to 
have to deal with that at the first of the 

· year. I think many other members of the 
, Health and Institutions Committee would 
. like to have a little more time to take a look 

at this, I think there have been technical 
problems in the bill, which have already 
been pointed out to you, so that I will vote 
today to sustain the Governor'sweto and 
ask you to do the same.

The law essentially does this, it defines 
lol:Jbying and lobbyists and whaUt comes 

. down .to is, a person who is paid to 
influence legislation. This draft of a 

'lobbyist disclosure law exempts three· 
groups of people. those not required to 
reiµster;. officials. a public or a federal 
official acting in his official capacity. . 

I happen to think that if the Governor of 
New Hampshire sends somebody here to 
influence legislation-of this state, that this 
person should· register, I. .happen to think 
that -if officials. of. other jurisdictions, 

:including the. federal government, come 
here s~ecifically for pay to influence 
legislat10n, they should register. •. 
. The second· group excluded, and, it is 

beyond me, are members of the press, and 
may I read this· section to you .. "A 
publisher or working member of the press, 
radio. or television,. who in the ordinary 
course of business disseminates news or 
editorial comments to the general public, 

. provided. that such person engages in no 
lobbying." If they engage in no lobbying, 
they are exempt, but if they are here to 

.lobby, they ought to register, and if they 
are here to dissemimite news; they ought 
not to register, they need no exemption. 
The press has a very fine protection in.the 

. Constitution. n is a senseless exemption. 
. Any member. of the :working press here 

Who can't.·make the distinction between; 
lobbying. and reporting shouldn't be here,: 
let alone a publisher. . . . . 
· The third exemption seeks to exempt: 
representatives of religious organizations,: 
and in this case, as is in the second case, 
l_adies and gentlemen, the freedom · of, 
religion is adequately protected in the 
Constitution. There is nothing that would· 
allow this state to infringe upon anyone's 
practice of i'eligion or their freedom of! 
speech, but if a religious· organization, 
wishes to hire: somebody to influence, 
legislation, they should pay the $10 or: 
whatever and register.
