Of these, 208 are in the
combined reporting category, and 274 either did not operate or went out of
business in 1969,
Final tetulations, according to the major breakdown, will appear as usual
in the next Census, These tabulations will include the late reports which
are not included in this Census.
Taking into consideration the nature of the Maine economy and the extent

of ocoverage in this survey, the data contained in this, The Census of Maine

Manufactures 1963, represents a comprehensive and valid statistical analysis

of the Maine manufacturing economy.

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FOREWORD

The following summary is based on 2,267 reports, or 98.0% of the total included
in the survey, that were received prior to the time of printing. Statistical
data in this report is published on this basis, and adjustments for late re-
ports are made in succeeding years' publications. Limitations for the current

year, therefore, should be borne in mind.

SUMMARY

$114,2 MILLION INCREASE IN VALUE OF PRODUCT

The product value reported by Maine manufacturing firms in 1969 increased

$114.2 million, or 5.0% from $2,284.4 million reported in 1968 to $2,398.7 million.

EMPLOYMENT DOWN 2,4%

The number of workers in Maine manufacturing establishments declined 2.4%, or
2,903 from 120,933 reported in 1968 to 118,030 reported in 1969. Male workers
dropped 2.5%, or 2,024 from 79,643 in 1968 to 77,619 in 1969, and female workers

dropped 2.1%, 879 from 41,290 to 40,411,

PRINCIPAL INDUSTRIES SHOW VARIED PERFORMANCE

With the exception of the Leather industry, all of Maine's principal industries re-
ported an increased value of product. The Leather industry declined $21.8 million,

or 5.6% from $389.2 million reported in 1968 to $367.4 in 1969.

NUMBER OF WORKERS IN PAPER INDUSTRY INCREASES

APPENDIX C: Technical Notes and Definitions

INDUSTRIAL CLASSIFICATION The Standard Industrial
Classification system as compiled by the Executive
Office of the President, Bureau of the Budget, was
used to determine the industry title applicable to
each establishment, Descriptions of major industry
groups may be found in Appendix B, Each establish-
ment has been classified according to its principal
activity during the current year.

VALUE OF PRODUCT is the net selling price of all
goods manufactured or processed during the calendar
year, If industrial operations were on a contract
basis, the total of amounts received for contract
work or services performed has been included.

GROSS WAGES PAID shows total earnings during the
calendar year of all employees, except executives,
before deductions for 0ld Age and Survivors Insur-
ance, group insurance, withholding tax, savings
bonds, union dues, etc, Pay for sick leave, holi-
days, vacations and bonuses has been included, Owing
to the exclusion of various fringe benefits, payroll
taxes paid by employers, etc.,, this data should not
be interpreted as representing total labor costs on
the part of the employer,

NUMBER OF WORKERS 1is that reported in each month
operated as of the payroll period ending nearest the
15th of the month, and averaged over the full twelve
months, Inasmuch as 1955 was the first year using
this method of computation, much of the variations

in employment between the earlier years and those
after 1955 may be purely mathematical and not reflec-
tive of absolute changes, Workers engaged in fabri-
cating, processing, assembling, inspection, receiving,
storage, handling, packing, warehousing, shipping,
maintenance, repair, janitorial, watchman services
and product development are included as are working
foremen and all other employees below the executive
level.

AVERAGE GROSS WAGES 1is the figure obtained by
dividing GROSS WAGES PAID by the TOTAL NUMBER OF
WORKERS,

ESTABLISHMENT 1is defined as a single physical loca-
tion where industrial operations are performed; it
is, therefore, a place of business rather than a
legal entity or company which may have units in many
locations, In instances where separate records for
each establishment were not kept, data have been
allocated equally by civil division and the entire
report classified by size as "'combined." This prac-
tice will, of course, inflate the values at some of
the locations., Ihere appropriate (e.g., logging
operations) such combined reports have been assigned
to no specific civil division, merely to the county
in which said principal location is found,

CIVIL DIVISIONS are geographical units established
for governmental purposes. Major civil divisions

are counties; minor civil divisions are cities, towns,
plantations and townships.

SPECIAL STUDIES techniques of compiling data in the
various special surveys included in the Census are
generally covered in the texts of such surveys,

APPENDIX F: Investment in Plant Modernization and Expansion, Maine Manufacturers

This is a tabulation of the values reported by Maine manufacturing establishments representing the amounts spent to
expand or modernize their physical plant and/or the machinery and equipment therein, Current year figures are found
in the main body.

The values are those reported by the individual firms or establishments and are classified according to industry,
county, and size of establishment.

Certain values, however, must be used with care. The most questionable figure is that under lumber and wood products
which is separated into two groups: Sawmills and logging establishments and wood products. The reason for this is
the fact that the former group relocate and establish new mills and camps, or purchase equipment on a basis that is
not comparable to the more stationary type of industry, hence the separation so that the values for that group may be
pulled out if desired.

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APPENDIX il: Trends in Major Industries, 1960-68

The fluctuations in product values in Maine's five major industry groups: Paper, leather, food, lumber and textiles
have aroused considerable interest among economists and other students of the economy. In order to facilitate anal-
ysis by those interested in such data we are presenting here a tahular picture of those industrial groups, both the
raw data and adjusted data are included. The applicable Wholesale Price Index (U. S. Department of Labor, Bureau of
Labor Statistics, 1957-59 equals 100) is used to adjust the value of product data. Wage data is adjusted by the
reciprocal series Purchasing Power of the Dollar.

The data are here presented for the years 1960 through 1968; 1969 data is shown in the main body of this report. It
should be noted that this is the eighth year the following statistics have heen published using the Wholesale Price
Index 1957-59 equals 100. Tables in the preceding years' publications are not comparable without conversion.
