APPENDIX A 

Technical Notes and Definitions 

VALUE OF PRODUCT is the net selling price of all 
goods manufac tured or processed during the calendar 
year. If industrial operations were on a contract­
ual basis , the total of amounts received for contract 
work or services performed has been inc luded . 

GROSS WAGES PAID shows total earnings during th e 
calendar year of all employees before deductions, 
as reported to the Maine Employment Security 
Commission for Unemployment Insurance taxes . 
Before lg76, executives were exc luded and wages 
were reported directly to the Bureau of Labor 
Standards. Because various fringe benefits, 
payroll taxes paid by employers, etc. are excluded, 
this data does not represent total labor costs on 
the part of the employer. 

NUMBER OF WORKERS is that number reported i n each 
month as of the payroll period including t he 12th 
of the month, and averaged over the full twelve 
months . 

AVERAGE GROSS WAGES is the figure obtained by 
dividing GROSS WAGES PAID by the TOTAL NUMBER OF 
WORKERS . 

EXPENDITURES FOR PLANT MODERNIZATION AND EQUIPMENT 
(or Capita l Expenditures) is the actual amount 
spent during the survey year and planned for t he 
two succeeding years for three categories : New 
Structures and/or Additions or Alterations to 
Existing Structu res, Purchase of Existing Struc­
tures, and Purchase of New or Used Machinery or 
Equipment. Land costs are excluded. 

WORKERS COVERED BY UNION CONTRACT is the number 
of workers organized under a union contract and/or 
a collective bargaining agreement . It represents 
the number from one representative payroll period; 
the comparative figure for NUMBER OF WORKERS is an 
average for the year. 

FOREIGN TRADE - EXPORTS is the estimat ed sales value 
of goods manufactured at an establishment that were 
shipped to foreign countries either directly or via 
out-of-state agents. IMPORTS is the estimated cost 
of materials imported from foreign countries for use 
in the manfuacturing process at an establishment. 

STANDARD INDUSTRIAL CLASSIFICATION (SIC) The Stand­
ard Industrial Classification system as compiled by 
the Executive Office of the President, Office of 
Management and Budget, was used to determine the 
i ndus try title applicable to each establishment . 
Descr iptions of major industry groups may be found 
in Appendix B. Each establishment has been classi­
fied according to its principal activity. 

ESTABLISHMENT is defined as a single physical loca­
tion where industrial operations are performed; it 
is, therefore, a place of business, rather than a 
legal entity or company which may have units in many 
locations. Where appro priate (e . g., logging opera­
tions) comb ined reports have been assigned to no 
specific civil division, merely to the county in 
which said principal location is found . A small 
number of mult i-county operations report on a state­
wide basis. 

CIVIL DIVISIONS are geographical units of govern­
ment . Major civil divisions are counties; minor 
civil divisions are cities, towns , plantations, 
and townships. 

ECONOMIC AREAS are defined in Appendix E. 

SPECIAL STU DIES from Census data are available upon 
written request to the Director of the Bureau of 
Labor Stgndards . The Bureau reserves the right to 
reject any re quest or to charge the cos t s incu rred. 
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APPENDIX 8 

fc1ajor Industry Descriptions, 1972 SIC 

THf ~lVIS IO~ AS A ~OLE 

The manufactur ing division includes establishments engaged in the ~echanical or chemical transformation of 
ma terial s or suustances into new products. These establishments are usually de~cribed as plants, factories, or mills 
and characte ri stically use power driven machines and materials handling equip~ent. Establ ishments engaged in assemb l ing 
component parts of manufactured products are also considered manufacturing if the new product is neither a structure 
nor other fixed improvement. Also included is the blend ing of materials such as lubricating oils, plastics , resins, 
or liquors. 

The mate rials processed by manufacturing establishments include products of agricul ture, forest ry, fishing, 
mining, and ~uarrying as well as products of other manufacturing establishments. The new product of a manufacturing 
establishment may be "fin ished" in the sense that it is ready for utilization or consumption, or it may be "semi­
finished" lo become a raw material for an establishment engaged in further manufacturing. for example, the product 
of the copper smelter is the raw material used in electrolytic refineries; refined copper is the raw material used by 
certa in electrical equipment manufactu rers. 

The materials usPd by manufacturing establishments may be purchased di rectly from producers, obtained through 
customary trade channels, or secu red without recourse to the market by transferring the product from one establish~ent 
to another wh ich is under the same ownership. Manufacturing production is usually carried on for the wholesa le 
market, fo r interplant transfer, or to order for industrial users, rather than for direct sale to the domestic consumer. 

20 fOOD AND KINDRED PRODUCTS This major group includes 
establishments manufacturing or processing foods and 
beverages for human consumption and certain related 
products, such as manufactured ice, chewing gum, 
vegetable and animal fats and oils, and prepared feeds 
fo r animals and fowls. 

ZZ TEXTILE MILL PRODUCTS This major group includes 
establishments engaged in performing any of the following 
operations: (I ) preparation of fiber and subsequent 
manufacturing of yarn, thread, braids, twine, and cord­
age; (2) manufacturing broad woven fabr ic, narrow 
wover fabr·c, knit fabr ic, and carpets and rugs from 
yarn; (3) dyeing and finishing fiber, yarn, fabric, 
and knit a~parel; (4) coating, waterproofing, or 
otherwise treating fabr ic; (5) the integrated manu­
facture of knit apparel and other fini shed articles 
from yarn; and (6) t he manufac ture of felt goods, 
lace goods, nonwoven fabrics, and miscellaneous textiles. 

This classification makes no distinction between the two 
types of organizations which operate in the te~tile 
indus t ry: (1) t he "integrated" mill which purchases 
materials, produces text iles and related articles 
within the establi shmp~ ~ . and sells the finished 
products; and (2) the "contact" or "comm ission" mill 
which processes materials owned by others. Converters 
or other nonmJnufacturing establishments which assign 
materials to cont ract mills for process ing (other than 
knitting) are classif ied in nonmanufacturing industries; 
es tabl ishments which assign ya rns to outside contractors 
or commission knitters fo r the production of knit products 
are al so class ified in th is Group. 

23 APPAR£L AND OTHER fl~ISHEO PRODUCTS MAO[ fR~~ fABRICS 
AND SIMILAR MATERIALS This Major group, known as 
the cutting-up and needle t rades, incl udes estaolish­
ments producing clothing and fabricatin g produc ts 
by cutting and sewing purchased woven or knit textile 
fabrics and re lated materia ls such as leather, rub­
berized fabrics, plastics and furs. 

Included in the apparel industries are three types of 
establishments: (1) the "regular" or inside factories, 
(2) contract factories, and (3) apparel jobbers . 
The regular factories perfor~ all of the usual 
manufacturing functions within their own plant; the 
contract factories manufacture apparel from materials 
owned by others; and apparel jobbers perform the 
entrepreneurial functions of a manufacturing company, 
such as buying raw materials, designing and prepa ring 
samples, arra nging for the manufacture of the garments 
from the i r materials and selling of the finished 
apparel. 

Custom tailors and dressmakers not operating on a factory 
basis are classified in Retail Trade; establishments wh ich 
purchase and resell finished garments but do not perform 
the functions of the apparel jobbers are classi fied in 
Wholesale Trade. 

~ LUMBER AND WOOD PRODUCTS, EXCEPT fURNITURE This major 
group includes logging camps engaged in cutting t imber 
and pulpwood; merchant sawmills, lath mi l ls , shingle mills, 
cooperage stock mills, planing mills, and plywood mil ls and 
veneer mills engaged in producing lumber and wood basic 
materia ls; and establishments engaged in manufactur ing 
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24 (continued) 
finished articles made entirely or mainly of wood or 
wood substitutes. Certain types of establishments 
producing wood products are class ified elsewhere. 
ror example , furniture and office and store fixtures 
are classified in Major Group 25; musical instruments, 
toys, and playground equipment, and caskets in Major 
Group 39. Woodworking in connection with construction, 
in the nature of reconditioning and repair, or performed 
to individual order , is classified in nonmanufacturing 
industries. 

25 fURNIT URE AND fiXTUR[$ This major group includes 
establishments engaged in manufacturing household, 
office, public building, and restaurant furniture; and 
office and store fixtures. Establ ishments primarily 
engaged in the production of millwork and wood ki tchen 
cabinets are classified in Major Group 24; cut stone and 
concrete furniture in Major Group 32; laborato ry and 
hospital furnitu re in Majo r Group 38; beauty and barber 
shop furniture in Major Group 39; and woodworking to 
individual order or in thP nature of reconditioning 
and repair in nonmanufacturing industries. 

26 PAPfR AND ALLIED PRODUCTS This ma jor group includes 
the manufacture of pulps from wood and other cel lulose 
fibers, and from rags; the manufact ure of paper and 
paperboard; and the manufacture of paper and paperboard 
into converted products such as paper coated off the 
paper machine, paper bags, paper boxes, and envelopes.

(1) basic chemicals such as acids, alkalies, sa lts, and 
organic chemicals; (2) chemical products to be used in 
further manufacture such as synthetic fibers, plastics 
materials, dry colors, and pigments; (3) finished chemical 
products to be used for ultimate consumption such as drugs, 
cosmetics, and soaps; or to be used as mat erials or supplies 
in othe r indust ries such as paints, fert ilizers, and ex­
plosives. The mining of natural rock salt is classifi ed in 
mining industries. Establishments primarilt en~ayed in

Raw and Adjusted Data Comparisons, 198D-1981 

The data on the following table has been adjusted using two major price indexes published by the U.S. 
Depar tment of Labor , Bureau of Labor Statistics. The Value of Product data is adjusted by the Producer 
Pr i ce Index (formerly the Wholesale Price Index). Wage data is adjusted by the Consumer Price Index for 
Urban Wage Earners and Clerical Workers. In both cases, the base year is 1957. Adjustments made are 
based on annual ave rage index. 

The Consumer Price Index is a monthly statisti­
cal measure of the average change in prices in a 
fixed market basket of goods and services . 

The CPI is based on prices of food, clothing, 
she lte r , fuel, drugs, transportation fares, doctor's 
and dentist's fees , and other goods and services that 
people buy for day-to-day livi ng . The quantity and 
quality of these items i s kept essentially unchanged 
between major revisions so that only price changes 
will be measured. Prices are collected from over 
18,000 te nants , 24,000 retail establ ishments, and 
18,000 housing un i ts for property taxes in 85 urban 
areas across the country. All taxes directly 
association with the purchase and use of items are 
included in the index . 

Though the CPI is often called the "Cost-of­
Living Index", it measures only price change, which 
is just one of several important factors affecting 
living costs.

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Producer Price Indexes measure average 
changes in prices received in primary markets of 
the United States by producers of commodities in 
all stages of processing. The sample used for 
calculating t hese indexes contains about 2,800 
commodities and about 10,000 quotations per month 
selected to represent the movement of prices of 
all commoditi es produced in the manufacturing , 
agriculture, forestry, fishing, mining, gas and 
electricity, and public utilities sectors.
