Maine's gross v·a 1 u e of product reached $ 9 , 4 57 • 9 m i 11 ion in 

1984, a gain of 12.9 percent above 1983's $8,375.0 million . Even 

in terms ot constant dollars (using the Producer Price Index as a 

deflator), Maine manufacturers achieved more than a 10 percent 

increase (see Appendix F).

The Paper industry continued its domination of Maine manu-

facturing with a 33.2 percent share of the manufacturing value, 

producing $3,136.6 million in paper products, nearly 15 percent 

more than 1983.

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The most s i gnificant increase was in Electric and Electronic 

Equipment which jumped 39.9 percent to $907.0 million . This 

moved Electronics to second place among major industries. A 

decade ago this industry had only a 3.8 percent share of 

production; that share has now reached 9.6 percent. Leather, 

which held second place for years, moved down to fourth, mostly 

due to a $170 million (16.8 percent) decline in production. 

Lumber and Wood Products production was up $122 million, a 5.8 

percent increase.

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Manufacturing Employment 

Employment in Maine manufacturing increased by less than 1 

percent, from 109,408 in 1983 to 110,273 in 1984. The Paper 

industry moved up to the top spot with a 16.6 percent share. The 

Leather industry suffered a decline of 2,728 ( - 15.2 perce.nt) 

workers. Leather was followed by Lumber and Wood, with 14,211 

workers and Transportation Equipment (9,580), and Electric and 

Electronic Equipment (8,995).

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Employment of women in manufacturing increased only slightly 

in 1984. The number of female workers increased by 0.2 percent 

while the employment of men went up 1.1 percent. The proportion 

of women in the manufacturing wor k. force declined slightly from 

33.9 percent to 33.7 percent. 

Union Coverage 

The number of unionized manufacturing workers in Maine rose 

from 31,909 in 1983 to 32,689 in 1984, representing an increase 

of 2.4 percent. The percentage of unionized manufacturing work-
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e~s rose marginally from 29.2 percent to 29.6 percent. Compared 

to 1975 when nearly one-third of the manufacturing work force 

was organized.

Gross wages in Maine manufacturing increased $139.8 million 

(+7.5 percent), to $2,017.6 mil lion. Paper industry wages 

continued to provide a little more than one-quarter ot all the 

manu fact uring wages in the state, paying out $522.1 million. 

Transpo rtation Equipment provided $231.9 million or 11.5 percent; 

Leather, $225.8 million (11.2 percent:); and Lumber and Wood, 

$219.6 million (10.9 percent).

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Over four-fifths of the increase in wages came from four 

industries. The largest percentage increase for a major industry 

was in Electric and Electronic Equipment, up 23.1 percent or 

$31 .4 million. Nonelectric Machinery had the second largest gain 

at 19.1 percent ($13.4 mill ion). Lumber and Wood Products also 

had one of the highest percentage increases, with 13 .5 percent , 

which amounted to $26.1 million. Paper rose $41.8 million, the 

highest dollar amount, or 8.7 percent.

The average yearly wage in Maine rose by $1,134 or 6.6 

percent in 1984 to $18,296. By comparison, the 1984 Consumer 

Price Index rose 3.4 percent over the 1983 CPI, comparing the 

annual averages (see Appendix F). As a result, Maine 

manufacturing workers had a 3.1 percent increase in buying power.

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Among the 19 industry groups, there were wide variations in 

the average wage. The Leather group was lowest at $11,663, 63.7 
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percent of the overall average; the highest wages were in Paper, 

at $28,490, which is $155.7 percent of the Maine manufacturing 

average for 1984. 

The largest dollar increase in average wages for the year 

was in Paper, which jumped $1,761 or 6.6 percent. Other big 

gains in average wages were in Fabricated Metals, up $1,744 (9.7 

percent), Electronics, up $1,707 (10.1 percent), Transportation 

Equipment, up $1,633 (7.2 percent), and Nonelectric Machinery, up 

$ 1, 469 (7.7 percent).

Capital outlay s in 1984 increased nearly 75 percent reaching 

$543.7 million. Inves tme nts in the Paper and the Elect ronics 

industries were major contributors to this increase. Paper went 

from $133.5 million to $240.5 million (+80.1 percent). 

Electronics firms nearly doubled their 1983 investments to $83.3 

million. Discounting these two industries~ there was still a 

healthy 39.7 percent increase in capital expenditures.

Imports used in the manufacturing process reached a record 

$569.8 million in 1984, a 39.5 percent j ump from 1983, when 

$408.6 million was expended. Most of the increase was recorded 

in Elec tronics which spent $21.6 million in 1983 and $122.4 

million in 1984. The largest share of these expenditures 

belonged to the Paper industry (55.1 percent) which spent $314.2 

million.

This finding is not surprising as the I-95 area (see Table 

4) contains the three counties in Maine that each recorded more 

than a billion dollars in 111anufacturing product: Cumberland 

($1. 6 billion), Penobscot ( $1.3 billion), and York ( $1.2 

billion). The western counties totaled only $1.8 billion but 

the largest percentage increase since 1975. Also of interest is 

the rise in production values in eastern Maine, which was the 

best in the 1983 to 1984 comparisons, growing by 18.3 percent. 

The mid-coast area's growth lagged behind the rest of the state 

for both years.

OORKERS. 

CIVIL DIVISIOOS are geographical units of govemrent. Major civil divisions are counties; minor 
civil divisions are cities, towns, plantations, and townships. 

EaiD1I.C ARFAS are defined in Appendix C. 

ESTABLISJ:H:NI' is defined as a single physical location where industrial operations are perfomed; 
it is, therefore, a place of b.Jsiness rather than a legal entity or company vtlich may have units 
in lll3.ny locations. -Wnere appropriate (e.g., logging operations) canbined reports have been 
assigred to no specific civil division, rrerely to the county in which said principal location is 
found . A small rumber of rrulti-county operations report on a statewide basis. 

EXPENDIWRES Fffi PLAN!' MOOERNIZATICN AND Eq.JIPMENT (or Capital Expenditures) is the actual amount 
spent during the survey year and planned for the two succeeding years for three categories : New 
Structures arrl/or Additions or Alterations to Existing Structures; Purchase of Existing Struc­
tures; and Purchase of New or Used Machinery or Equip~ent . Larrl costs are excluded. 

FOREIGN TRADE - EXPORTS is the sales value ot goods nanufactured at an establishrrent that v.ere 
shipped to foreign countries either directly or via rut-of-state agents. ll1PORTS is the cost ot 
materials imported from foreign countries for use in the marufacturing process at an establish­
rent. 

GROSS WAGES PAID shaNs total earnings during the calendar year of all employees before deduc­
tions, as reported to the Maine Bureau of Employrrent Security for Unemployrrent Insurance taxes. 
Before 1976, exerutives v.ere excluded ao:1 wages v.ere reported directly to the Bureau of Labor 
Standards. Because various fringe benefits, payroll taxes paid by employers, etc. are excluded, 
this data does not represent total labor costs on the part of the enployer. 

NUMBER OF \o.ORKERS is that ru.unber reported in each 110nth, as of the payroll period including the 
12th ot the nnnth, averaged at the establish-rent level over the full twelve [!l)nths. 

SPECIAL S1UDIES from Census data are available upon written re:juest to the Director of the Bureau 
of Labor Standards. The fureau reserves the right to reject any request or to charge for costs 
incurred. 

STANDARD INDUS'IRIAL CLASSIFICATIOO (SIC) The Standard Industrial Classification systEm as 
compiled by the Exerutive Office of the President, Office of Managenent and Budget, was used to 
determire the industry title applicable to each establish-rent. ~scriptions of major industry 
grrups nay be found be found in Appendix B. Each establishrrent has been classified according to 
its principal activity . 

VALUE OF PROOOGr is the ret selling price of all gocxls narufactured or processed during tiE 
calendar year. If industrial operations v.ere on a contractual basis, the total of am:>unts 
received for contract work or services perfotned has been included. 

IDRKERS <XlVERED BY UNICN CDNI'RACT is tiE number of workers organized under a union contract 
arrl/or a collective bargaining agreenent. It represents the rnmber from one representative 
payroll period; the comparative figure for NUMBER OF Y.ORKERS is an average for the year. 
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APPENDIX 8 

Hajor Industry Descriptions, 1972 SIC 

THE DIVISION AS A WHOLE 

The manufacturing division includes establishments engaged in the mec hanica l or chemical transformation 
of materials or substances into new products. These establishments are usually described as plants, factories, 
or mills and charac teristica ll y use power driven machines and materials hand ling eq uipme nt. Establishments 
engaged in assembling component parts of manufactured products are also considered manufacturing if the new 
pr oduct is neither a structure nor other fixed improvement. Also included is the blending of materials, 
such as lubricating oil s, plastics, resins, or liquors. 

The mate ri al s processed by manufacturing establishments include products of agriculture, forestry, 
fishing, mining, and quarrying as well as products of other manufacturing establ ish ments . The new product 
of a manufacturing establishment may be "finished" in the sense that it is ready f or utilizatio n of con ­
sumption, or it may be "semi-finished" to becou a raw material for an establishme-nt engaged in further 
manufacturing. f or example, the product of the copper smelter is the raw material us ed i n electrolytic 
refineries; refined copper is the raw mater i al used by certain electrical equipment manufac turers. 

The materials used by manufacturing establishments may be purc hased directly fr om producers, obtained 
through cu stomary trade channels, or secured without recourse to the market by transferr i ng the product 
from one establishment to another whic h is under the same ownership. Manufacturing production is usual ly 
carri ed on for the wholesale market, for interplant transfer, or to order for industrial users, rather than 
for direct sale to the domestic consumer . 

20 FOOD AND KINDRED PRODUCTS This major group in-
cludes establishments manufacturing or processing 
foods and beverages for human consumption and 
certain related products, such as manu factured ice, 
chewing gum, vegetable and animal fats and oils, 
and prepared fe eds for animals and fowls. 

22 TEXTILE MI LL PRODUCTS This major group includes 
establish~ents engaged in performing any of the 
fo llowing opera t ions: (1) preparation of fiber 
and subsequent manufactur ing of yarn, thread, 
braids, twine, and cordage; (2) manufacturing 
broad woven fabric, narr ow woven fabric, knit 
fabric, and carpets and rugs from yarn; (3) dye­
ing and finishing fiber , yarn, fabric , and knit 
apparel; (4) coating, waterproofi ng, or other­
wise treating fabric; (5) the integrated manu­
facture of knit app arel and other finished arti­
cles from yarn; and (5) the manufactu re of felt 
goods, lace goods, nonwov en fabri cs , and mis­
ce l laneous textiles. 

This classification makes no di stinction between 
the two types of organizations which op er ate in 
the textile industry: (1) the "i ntegrated" eill 
wh i ch purchases mate rial s, produces textiles, and 

'related articles within the establishment, and 
sells the finished products ; and (2} the "contract" 
or "commission" mill which processes mate rial s 
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owne d by others. Conve rter s or other non­
manufacturing industrie~; establishments which 
assign materials to contract mills for process­
ing (other than knitting) are classified in 
nonmanu f acturi ng industries; establishments 
which assign yarns to outside contractors or 
commi ssion knitte rs for the producti on of knit 
products are also cl assifi ed in t his Group. 

23 APPAREL AND OTHER FINISHED PRODUCTS HADE FROH 
FABRICS AND SIMILAR MATE RI ALS This major 
group, known as the cutting- up and needle 
trades, includes establishments producing 
clothing and fabric at ing products by cutting 
and sewing purchased wov en or knit textile 
fabrics and related materials, such as leather, 
rubberized fabrics, plastics, and furs . 

Included in the apparel industr i es are three 
types of establishments: (1) the "regular" 
or insider factories, (2) contract factories, 
and (3) appare l jobbers. The regul ar facto­
ries perform all of the usual manufact ur ing 
functions within their own plant; the con­
tract factories manufacture apparel from 
materia l s owned by ot hers; and apparel job­
bers perform the entrepreneurial functions 
of a manufacturing company, such as buying 
raw mate rial s, designing and preparing

samples, arranging for the manufacture of the 
garments from t heir materials and selling of 
the finished apparel . 

Custom tailors and dressmakers not operating 
on a factory basis are classified in Retail 
Trade; establishments which purchase and r esell 
finished garments but do not perform the func­
tions of the apparel jobbers are classified in 
Wholesale Trade. 

LUMBER AND WOOD PRODUCTS, EXCEPT FURNITURE This 
major group i ncludes logging camps engaged i n cut­
ti ng timber and pulpwood; merchant sawmills , lath 
mills , shingle mills, cooperage stock mills , 
plan ing mills, and plywood mills and vene er mills 
engaged i n producing lumber and wood basic materi­
als; and establishments engaged in man uf acturing 
finished articles made entirel y or mainly of wood 
or wood substitutes . Certain types of establish­
ments producing wood products are classified else­
whe re. For example, fu rniture and office and store 
fixtures are classified in Major Group 25; musical 
instruments, toys , and playground equipment, and 
caskets in Major Group 3g, Woodworking in connec­
tio n wi th construction, in the nature of recondi­
tioning and repair, or performed to individual 
order , is classified in nonmanufacturing industr ies. 

25 FURNITURE AND FIXTURES This major group includes 
establishments engaged in aanufacturing household, 
office, public building, and restaurant furniture; 
and office and store f ixtures : Es tab lishments 
primarily engaged in the production of millwork 
and wood kitchen cabinets are classified in Major 
Group 24; cut stone and concrete furniture in 
Major Group 32; laboratory and hosp i tal furniture 
in Major Group 38; beauty and barber shop furni ­
ture in Major Group 3g; and woodworkin g to indi­
vi dual order or in the nature of reconditioning 
and repair in nonmanufacturing i ndustries. 

26 PAPER AND ALLIED PRODUCTS This major group 
includes the manufacture of pulps from wood and 
other cellulose fiber s and from rags; the manu­
facture of paper and paperbo ard; and the manu­
facture of paper and paperboard into converted 
products , such as paper coated off the paper 
machine, paper bags, paper bo xes, and envelopes . 
Certain types of converted paper products are 
classified elsewhere, such as abras ive paper in 
Major Group 32; carbon paper in Ma jor Group 39; 
and photosensitized and blueprint paper in Major 
Group 38 . 

27 CHEMICALS AND ALLIED PRODUCTS Th is major group 
includes establishments engaged in printing by 
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one or more of the common processes, such as 
letterpress, lithography, gravure, or screen ; 
and those establi shme nts which perform ser­
vices for the printing trade, such as book­
binding , typesetting, engraving, photoengraving, 
and electrotyping . This major group also in­
cludes establishments engaged in publishing 
newspapers , books , and periodicals , regardless 
of whether or not they do their own printing . 
News syndicates are classified in Service 
Industries , and textile printing and finishing 
in Major Group 22 . 

28 CHEMICALS AND ALLIED PRODUCTS This major 
group includes establishments producing basic 
chemicals and establishments manufacturing 
products by predominantly chemical processes . 
Establishments classified in this major gr oup 
manufac t ure three general classes of products : 
(1) basic chemicals, such as acids, alkalies, 
salts, and organic ch emical s ; (2) chem ical 
products to be used in further manufacture, 
such as synthetic fibers, plastics materials, 
~ry colors, and pigments; (3 ) finished 
chemical products to be used for ultimate 
consumption, such as drugs, cosmetics, and 
soaps ; or to be used as materials or supplies 
in other indust r ies, such as paints, f ertili zers , 
and explosives. The mining of natural rock 
salt is classified in mining indus tries. Estab­
lis hments primarily enga ged in ma nufac turing 
nonferrous metals and high percentage ferro­
alloys are classified in Major Group 33; si l i­
con carbide in Ma jor Group 32 ; baking powder , 
other leavening compounds, and starches i n 
Major Group 20; and artists 1 colors in Major 
Group 39 . Establishments primarily engaged 
in pa ckaging, repacka ging, and bottling of 
purchased chemical products, but not engaged 
in manufacturing chemica ls and allied products, 
are classified in trade indu;tries . 

29 PETROLEUM REFINING AND RELATED INDUSTRIES 
This major group includes establ i shments 
primarily engaged in pet roleum refining, manu ­
facturing paving and roofing materials , and 
compounding lubricating oils and greases 
from purchased mate rials . Establishments 
manufacturing and distributing gas to con­
sumers are classified in public utilities 
industries , and t hose pri marily engaged in 
producing coke and by-products in Ma jor 
Group 33 . 

30 RUBBER AND MISC ELLANEO US PLASTICS PRODUCTS 
This major group inclu des establishments 
manufacturing from natural, synthetic, or

reclaimed rubber, gutta percha, balata, or gutta 
siak, rubber products such as tires, rubber foot ­
wear, mechanical rubber goods, heels and soles, 
flooring, and rubber sundries. This group also 
inc ludes establishments pri marily manufacturing 
tires, bu t establishments pr imarily re cap pin g 
and retreading au tomobil e tires are classified 
i n Services . Thi s group also includes estab lish­
me nt s engaged in molding prim ary plastics f or the 
trade, and manufactu ring miscellaneous f i nished 
plastics products. The manu factu re of elastic 
webbi ng is cl assifi ed in Majo r Group 22; pro ducts 
made of elastic webbing and garments made from 
rubber ized fabr ic s in Major Group 23; and syn­
t het ic rubb er in Ma j or Group 28. 

LE ATHER AND LEATHER PRO DUCTS This major group 
inc ludes est ab l i shmen ts engaged in t anning, cur­
ryi ng, and f in is hing hid es and sk ins, and estab­
lish men ts manufac turing finished leather and 
ar t ific ial l eat he r products and some similiar 
products made of oth er ma te r ials. leather 
converters are also included. 

STONE, CLAY, GLASS AND CONCRETE PRODUCTS This 
majo r group inlcudes es tab lishments engaged in 
manufacturing flat glas s and ot her glass products, 
cem en t, structural clay products, potter y, concrete 
and gypsum products, cut stone, abrasi ve and asbes­
tos products, et c. , fro m materials taken princip all y 
from t he earth i n th e f orm of stone, cla y, and sand. 
Whe n separate reports are ava il able for mines and 
qua r r i es operate d by manufacturing es tabl i shments 
classifi ed i n th i s major group, t he mi ning and quar­
r yi ng activities are clas s ified in Mining. When 
separate reports are not available, the mining and 
quarrying activities other than th ose of Minera ls, 
ground or treated, are classified herein with the 
manu fact uri ng operat io ns. 

If separate reports are not available for cr ush i ng , 
grinding, and other preparation activi tie s of 
Minerals, ground or tre at ed , t hese establ ish•ent s 
are classified in Mining. 

PRIMARY METAL INDUS TRI ES This major gr oup 
inclu de s establ ishments engaged in the smelting 
and refining of ferrous and nonferr ous me tal s 
from ore , pig, or scrap ; i n the rolling, draw-
ing, and all oyin g of ferrous and nonferrous metals; 
i n the manufacture of castings and other basic 
products of fe rrous and nonfe rrous metals; and in 
the manufacture of nails, spik es, and i nsulated 
wire and cable . This maj or group also includes 
the pr oduction of coke. Establishments primarily 
engaged in manufacturing metal forgings or s ta mp­
i ngs are classified in Major Group 34.

group includes establ ishment s engaged in

MACHINERY , EXC EPT ELECTRICAL This major 
group includes establishments engage d in ma nu­
factu ri ng machinery an d equipment, other than 
electr ic al equ i pment (~ajor Gr oup 35) and 
t ran s portation equipment (Major Group 37) . 
Machines powered by built-in or detachable 
mo tor ordin arily ar e included in this major 
group, with the exception of electrica l 
househ old appliances (Maj'or Group 36). 
Portable tools, both electric and pneumatic 
powered , are inc l uded in this major gro up , 
but hand tools are c lassi fied in Major Group 
34. 

ELECTRICAL AND EL ECTRON IC MACHINERY, EQUIP-
MENT, AND SUPPL IE S This major gro up in-
cl udes es tablis hments engaged in manu factur­
ing mach inery , appar atus, and supplies fo r 
t he generation, sto r age, transmission, trans ­
forma tion , and utiliza tion of electrical 
energy.

TRANSPOR TATION EQUIPMENT This major group 
i ncludes establishments engaged in man ufactur­
i ng equipment for t r anspo rtation of passengers 
and cargo by land, air , and water.

The quantity 
and quality of these items is kept essentially un­
changed be twee n maj or rev i s ions so that onl y price 
ch ange s will be measu re d. Prices are collected f rom 
ov er 18,000 te nants , 24,000 retail est ablishment s, 
and 18,000 housi ng units fo r propert y taxes in 85 
urban areas across the country.
