To His Excellency Burton M. Cross, Governor and 
the Honorable Executive Council 

Gentlemen: 

In accordance with the statutes of the State of Maine, there 
is herewith submitted for your consideration the 64th annual 
report of the Bureau of Taxation. 

Since it has been customary in recent years to submit a narra­
tive report only in connection with the printed biennial report 
of the Bureau, the following narrative covers two years, roughly 
from December 1, 1952 through December 1, 1954. Obviously, 
in the space of a brief report, it is possible to comment only on 
the more important matters arising during the period in ques­
tion. 

GENERAL ADMINISTRATION 

With the establishment of an Excise Tax Division on January 
1, 1953 the realignment of the functions of the Bureau into four 
Divisions-Excise Tax, Property Tax, Sales Tax and Inheritance 
Tax-was completed. The Excise Tax Division replaces the 
former Gasoline and Tobacco Tax Divisions, and is responsible 
not only for the taxes administered by those Divisions but also 
for corporation taxes (corporate franchise tax, railroad, tele­
phone, telegraph, and insurance taxes) and for so-called "indus­
try" taxes (potato, milk, sardine, sweet corn, fertilizer and 
blueberries) . 

The 1953 Legislature passed an act entitled "An Act Relating 
to Crediting of Property Taxes on Books of the State." This 
legislation followed a suggestion in the 1952 report of the Bureau 
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where it was noted that distribution to state and county agencies 
of property taxes collected by the Bureau was complicated and 
cumbersome. As a result of this legislation, the monthly distri­
bution of such taxes actually collected has been replaced by mak­
ing equal quarterly payments based upon the total original 
assessment rather than upon actual collections. Experience to 
date appears to bear out the expected advantages as a result of 
this change. 

As of June 30, 1954 107 employees were assigned to the Bu­
reau as follows:

Inheritance Tax Division 6

For the fiscal year ending June 30, 1954 the total cost of oper­
ating the Bureau was $508,120. Total taxes certified during that 
period exceeded $43,000,000. The cost of operating the Bureau 
in relation to taxes certified thus amounted to slightly less than 
1.2%. 

Further comments will be found below with respect to the 
various Divisions of the Bureau; and additional statistical in­
formation follows the narrative portion of this report. 

EXCISE TAX DIVISION 

(Functions: Administration of gasoline, use fuel and motor 
carrier taxes and gasoline tax refunds; tobacco products and 
cigarette taxes; corporate franchise tax; railroad, express com­
pany, parlor car, telephone and telegraph, gross receipts taxes; 
insurance premium taxes; potato, sardine, milk, blueberry, ferti­
lizer and sweet corn taxes.) 

Tobacco and Cigarette Taxes. The most important change in 
the activities of this Division will occur on January 1, 1955 when 
the 20% tax on tobacco products (other than cigarettes) will be 
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eliminated as a result of action taken by the special session of 
the Legislature in September 1954. 

During 1954 the Federal Law known as the Jenkins Act, 
which requires those selling cigarettes in interstate commerce 
to notify State Tax Administrators of shipments of cigarettes, 
began to produce results after extensive litigation to test the 
validity of the statute. As a result of the operation of this law 
a closer check than had heretofore been possible can now be 
made as to such shipments of cigarettes to consumers in this 
state. In six months approximately $4500 in tax has been re­
covered as a direct result of the operation of this Federal statute 
and, more important, the volume of such shipments has steadily 
declined and it would appear to be only a matter of a short time 
before they cease entirely. 

In the fall of 1954, Gomer S. Dillon, Director of the Excise Tax 
Division, was named Governor of the Northeastern Region of the 
National Tobacco Tax Association, an association of Tobacco 
Tax Administrators. 

Gasoline Tax. The Excise Tax Division, which has for some 
years had the non-tax function of checking gasoline and lubri­
cants for adherence to manufacturers' specifications, was charged 
by the 1953 Legislature with carrying out a new law intended 
to prevent misleading advertising of gasoline prices. This law 
became effective on August 8, 1953. The Excise Tax Division, 
with the cooperation of the industry, undertook to call the atten­
tion of all retail gasoline dealers to the new law. Compliance has 
been general, and no difficulties have been encountered beyond 
the need for an occasional warning. 

Industry Taxes. A tax at the rate of 2c per hundredweight 
on milk products in this state became effective as of September 
1, 1953, to continue for a period of two years. This is the latest 
addition to the family of "industry" taxes adopted at the request 
of certain industries for promotion and research. The proceeds 
of the milk tax are devoted to promotion and research in connec­
tion with the milk producing industry. 

Litigation challenging the constitutionality of the potato tax 
law was finally terminated in the fall of 1953 when the United 
States Supreme Court dismissed an appeal by F. H. Vahlsing, 
Inc. from a Maine Law Court decision upholding the constitu­
tionality of the potato tax. 
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In the case of State vs. Vogl, involving interpretation of the 
sardine tax law, judgment was rendered by the Law Court in 
favor of the State in July, 1953. 

INHERITANCE TAX DIVISION 

(Functions: Administration of Inheritance and Estate 
Taxes.) 

David B. Soule, the Assistant Attorney General assigned to 
the Inheritance Tax Division, resigned on August 1, 1954 to 
enter private practice. With the resignation of Mr. Soule, certain 
changes were made within the Division so that it is believed that 
for the future only part-time assistance from one of the two As­
sistant Attorneys General already assigned to the Bureau will be 
necessary. This will eliminate the need for a full-time Assistant 
Attorney General assigned solely for inheritance tax purposes. 

The Law Court, in the case of Thirkell v. Johnson (June 1954) 
upheld the levy of an inheritance tax on a bequest to a Masonic 
body. 

PROPERTY TAX DIVISION 

(Functions: Administration of real and personal property 
taxes, and poll taxes in unorganized areas ; bank stock taxes ; 
supervision of local assessing officials; through Board of Equal­
ization, fixing of state valuation.) 

Municipal Property Tax. Advisory activities of the Bureau in 
connection with the municipal property tax continued to be car­
ried on in the manner noted in recent reports of this Bureau, 
through correspondence, written informational releases, train­
ing meetings, and the annual school for assessors held at the 
University of Maine. 

Assistance has been rendered from time to time to neighbor­
ing states and provinces in connection with their training 
schools, assistance which has been reciprocated to the benefit of 
Maine assessing officials, and through them to Maine property 
taxpayers. David A. Brown, Property Assessment Supervisor 
of the Division, was in 1953 chosen a member of the Executive 
Committee of the National Association of Assessing Officers, a 
national association of state and municipal property tax officials. 
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The following summary of property taxes levied by municipal, 
county, and state governments indicate the continuing impor­
tance of this particular tax :

Comparable figures for previous years will be found in former 
reports of the Bureau. 

While the problems previously noted in these reports with re­
spect to municipal taxation continue to persist, steady improve­
ment in the quality of municipal assessing continues. This is 
largely due to the desire of local assessing officials to do a credi­
table job, and to their willingness to devote the necessary time 
and energy to accomplish this, regardless of the general lack of 
any monetary incentive, or, in many cases, public recognition. 
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Review of Property Tax Statutes. In the 1952 report of this 
Bureau it Was suggested that the statutes having to do with 
property taxes be thoroughly revised to eliminate archaic pro­
visions and to consolidate and unify the law. The 1953 Legis­
lature, through Chapter 98, Resolves, 1953, provided for such a 
review and appropriated funds for that purpose. 

Frank G. Chapman of Old Orchard Beach was employed by 
the Bureau in the fall of 1953 to serve as technical supervisor 
for this study. An advisory group of 10 members was appointed 
on December 8, 1953 in accordance with the Resolve. The mem­
bers of the advisory group were John H. Carter of Bethel, Irving 
D. Fogg of Madison, the late Leo P. Hinds of Portland; Stephen 
J. Murray of Lewiston, Mrs. Albert D. Nutting of Orono, David 
M. Peat of Gardiner, Elden H. Shute of Freeport, Roy U. Sin­
clair of Pittsfield, Willis A. Trafton, Jr. of Auburn, and Charles 
M. White of Winthrop. 

Seven meetings of this group have been held during the year to 
review the progress of the study. Members of this unpaid group 
have contributed greatly to the study, through their faithful at­
tendance at the meetings and through their careful review of 
the voluminous material arising from the study. The resulting 
redraft of the property tax statutes, while by its nature unspec­
tacular, should prove a solid foundation upon which future ad­
justments in the law may be based, and a great improvement 
over the existing statutes. This redraft will be presented to the 
1955 Legislature for its consideration; and it is hoped that the 
Legislature will consider it desirable to adopt it in place of the 
existing property tax statutes. 

Unorganized Territory. Reference was made by this office 
two years ago to the advantages obtained by the use of aerial 
photographs in connection with the timberland cruising program. 

While necessary funds to accelerate the timberland cruising 
program were not approved in 1953, and therefore progress has 
not been made toward a 15 year cycle of cruising, the cruising 
program has been carried on to the extent of funds available. 
On the present basis, a 20 year cycle of cruises will in time be 
reached. 

It is still the belief of this office that cruises at more frequent 
intervals are necessary and that the funds available for this pur­
pose, which have been fixed at the same amount for a number of 
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years in spite of growing costs of manpower and material, should 
be increased. The current budget requests of the Bureau reflect 
this belief. 

State Valuation. The 1954 state valuation represents a basic 
departure from that of preceding years. In accordance with the 
decision made in November of 1952, the Board of Equalization 
has based the 1954 state valuation on a conservative estimate of 
current worth, rather than on a fraction of 1940 price levels as 
in the past. 

This has required a comprehensive review during the past two 
years of all municipal valuations, as well as a study of the situ­
ation in the unorganized townships. For the most part it was 
found that valuations in the undeveloped unorganized townships 
were more nearly in accord with current worth than elsewhere. 
So far as cities and towns are concerned, an analysis of sales 
over a two to three year period, town by town, was used as a 
basis for determining the ratio of local valuations to present 
worth. All other ascertainable information bearing on the ques­
tion of the worth of taxable property within each town was taken 
into consideration, and on the basis of the local assessment ratio, 
and such other facts as were pertinent, the state valuation of 
municipalities was fixed. The results of this new state valuation 
indicate an increase over 1952 figures of 116% in the case of 
organized municipalities, and of 28 o/0 in the case of unorganized 
townships.

SALES AND USE TAX DIVISION 
(Functions: Administration of 2% Sales and Use Tax Law.) 

For the year ended June 30, 1954, the net revenue received 
from the sales and use tax amounted to $13,776,764. This repre-
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sents a decrease of approximately $192,000 as compared with the 
previous fiscal year. The decrease was directly attributable to 
the change in the law, effective August 8, 1953, whereby the sales 
tax with respect to motor vehicles and farm tractors was based 
upon the net price after allowance for trade-in rather than on 
the full sale price. For the year ended June 30, 1954 the loss in 
tax revenue from this source amounted to approximately $658,-
000. This loss represents the experience of ten months rather 
than a full year, since the amendment became effective only as to 
sales occurring after August 8, 1954. 

During the two years covered by this narrative report, the 
field audit activities have been developed and strengthened. The 
field examiners conducted 1268 audits during the fiscal year 
ended June 30, 1954 as against 983 audits during the previous 
year. Assessments and collections directly attributable to the 
activities of the field examiners total $363,245 for the fiscal year 
ended June 30, 1954 as against $327,193 for the previous fiscal 
year. It is interesting to note that the activities of the field ex­
aminers have resulted in recoveries considerably in excess of 
the total administrative costs for the Sales and Use Tax Division. 
In addition to the amounts directly attributable to these field 
activities, additional undetermined amounts have been received 
as a result of more accurate reporting practices brought about by 
visits of the field examiners. 

In the 1952 report of this Bureau attention was called to the 
unsatisfactory operation of the present brackets in certain types 
of retailing. While the brackets are theoretically intended to en­
able the retailer to recover from his customers a total amount ap­
proximately equal to the retailers' liability to the state, expe­
rience has shown that in the case of certain types of business 
activity the volume of sales under 25c is so great that the brack­
ets do not enable the retailer to recover anywhere near the equiv­
alent of his liability. 

Late in 1951 the Bureau of Taxation put into effect an abate­
ment procedure to relieve such retailers in part from what was 
believed to be undue hardship resulting from operation of the 
brackets. This method of relief, which is found in Regulation 
No. 14 issued under the Sales and Use Tax Law, permits a re­
tailer to request a refund of the difference between his actual 
recoveries under the brackets and 90% of his tax liability. This 
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applies only where the retailer is unable to recover 90% of his 
liability and where he has utilized the brackets in every possible 
case and has some record of his recoveries under the brackets. 

As time has gone on the abatement procedure has been found 
to be quite unsatisfactory. The principal reason is that there is 
no satisfactory method for verifying the fact that a given re­
tailer has made proper use of the brackets-in other words, that 
he has in fact recovered wherever possible. Refund applications, 
within very broad limits, must therefore be taken on faith. Since 
it is the belief of this office that basing such abatements upon 
what in effect are unverifiable allegations is unsound, it would 
appear that the Bureau will be forced to discontinue the abate­
ment procedure in the not too distant future. It might be added 
that abatements granted under this procedure for the year end­
ing June 30, 1954 totaled $41,427.60. 

For these reasons it is most strongly urged by the Bureau that 
the matter of brackets found in the Sales and Use Tax Law be 
thoroughly reexamined by the Legislature, and that a more satis­
factory bracket system be established. ~t has been the belief of 
the Bureau that a reduction of the initial bracket from 25c to 
18 or 19c, and possibly a reduction of the second bracket from 
75c to 68 or 69c would serve to eliminate most of the present 
hardship situations. It might be pointed out also that, while an 
objection may be raised to this on the ground that the ultimate 
consumer will be paying tax at the rate of 5% on a 20c sale, the 
ultimate consumer has considerably more control over his pur­
chases and hence over the amount of tax he will pay in a given 
case, than does the retailer. In most cases, the consumer could 
arrange his purchases in such a way that he would actually pay 
only approximately 2%, even though the brackets were reduced 
as suggested. 

Quarterly statistical reports of revenue have been prepared 
for some time. These reports are rudimentary, and their value 
in their present form is questionable. If more complete and use­
ful statistics are to be developed as respects the sales tax, or for 
that matter as respects other activities of the Bureau, a trained 
statistician should be employed. For that reason, the current 
budget request of the Bureau includes provision for a trained 
statistician. 
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A new procedure was instituted within the Sales Tax Division 
on March 1, 1954 to provide a more current follow-up of delin­
quent sales tax accounts. All accounts where reports are not filed 
in accordance with the statute are now handled on a monthly 
basis. The procedure presently in effect provides for a system­
atic follow-up of all such accounts, and has resulted in much 
better compliance with reporting requirements. Currently, al­
though approximately 4% of the registered sellers are delinquent 
in reporting each month, most of these delinquencies are cleared 
up within a short period of time as a result of the follow-up pro­
cedure. 

Approximately 1112% of the accounts in the Sales Tax Division 
are eventually referred for collection to one of the Assistant At­
torneys General assigned to the Bureau, since routine methods 
do not result in payment of tax liability. The determination of 
the financial status of such registrants and of their ability to pay 
requires a great deal of time. It would appear desirable to pro­
vide for a trained investigator to handle this phase of the work, 
so that the attorneys would be in a position to devote all their 
time to strictly legal matters. For this purpose the current bud­
.get request of the Bureau provides for the employment of such 
an investigator. 

Several Law Court decisions have been rendered in cases in­
volving the Sales and Use Tax Act. Litigation involving the con­
stitutionality of the law was terminated in June 1954 by a de­
cision upholding the law, in the case of State v. Hiscock. The 
matter of tax liability of a retailer with respect to sales under 
25c was decided in the case of Libby v. Johnson (February, 
1953) ; and the question of liability for food sales at roadside ice 
cream stands and at drive-in theatres was construed in the cases 
of Johnson v. Fo1·tin and Johnson v. C1.tmbe1·land Amusement Co., 
decided in November, 1954. 

CONCLUSION 

The past two years have been devoted largely to completing 
the reassignment of functions in the Bureau on a divisional 
basis, and to development of adequate sales tax procedures. The 
activities of the past two years have not indicated the necessity 
for any particular change in the statutes under which the Bureau 
operates, except as noted above.
